Doctor of Historical Sciences V.N.Tetekin says that in Soviet times, some of his
colleagues said: «You are wasting your time, supporting the African National Congress.
ANC will never come to power». But these doubters were confounded. ANC came to
power at the head of a wide range of democratic forces.

This issue of Kazan Journal of International Law is dedicated to the unique pages
of the history of relations between Russia and ANC and South Africa.

100 YEARS OF ANC:

THIS IS ONE OF THE MOST REMARKABLE STORIES
THAT NEED TO BE TOLD MORE WIDELY
INTERVIEW TO THE KAZAN JOURNAL OF INTERNATIONAL LAW
BY AMBASSADOR EXTRAORDINARY AND PLENIPOTENTIARY

KJIL: Your Excellency, thank you very much for this meeting for the interview. We
are meeting at a very special moment. We just celebrated 100 years of the creation of the
African National Congress. And we are on the eve of another great jubilee — 20 years of
establishment new South Africa. So a lot of good reasons to publish a special issue of
our Journal dedicated to South Africa and our relations with South Africa.

My first question relates to the history of South Africa. We still know very little about
true African history, because if you look on historical textbooks — usually the history of
Africa starts with the time so called the “discovery of Africa”, which is a big distortion
of history. So my first question is: could you tell us a little bit more about ancient history
of South Africa?

Ambassador Mpahlwa: Thank you very much for taking initiative to do this
interview. We also feel that the achievement of one hundred years of existence by the
ANC is one of the unique achievements of the present time, which millions of our people
are still celebrating. Coming to your question, it is a very important question. When you
actually look at South African society today, you will ind that among different groups in
South Africa, especially the African groups, there are kingdoms. These kingdoms were
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KJIL: Your Excellency, the experience of your struggle, the struggle of South
African people is extraordinary. I would like that more people know about it. What was
the reason for creation of African National Congress and how could you describe its one
hundred years of activity?

Ambassador Mpahlwa: The process of colonizing South Africa happened over a
long period, just in the region that was known as the Cape Province, there was one
hundred years of Wars of Resistance. One hundred years of 1ghting against the British
and the Dutch by the Xhosa-speaking people. Of course there is something you know
about famous battles that were fought by the Zulus and British in what today is named
KwaZulu-Natal Province. One of the last wars of resistance — Bhambatha Rebellion
took place in 1906. The African people were defeated because the enemy had superior
1re power and secondly, because Africans were 1ghting the enemy in separate groups. It
became clearer that this form of resistance to the drive of the colonialists was becoming
weaker and weaker and our people were conquered one by one. This was also a period
which coincided with the emergence of new elite of educated Africans who had studied
abroad, like UK, or the United States. They came with new ideas about how we could
continue the 1ght against colonialism. So in the very late part of the 19" century the
1rst forms of political organization emerged. So what we saw in 1912 when the ANC
was established was the culmination of a process that had been evolving towards
political organization. The African National Congress marked the continuation of the
1ght against colonialism but using a new platform, methods, and a new instrument. So
the establishment of the ANC for us was simply adopting different methods, but it was
the continuation of the same old struggle against colonialism. The difference was that
ANC brought all of us together as different groups of Africans: Zulus, Xhosas, Sothos,
Tswanas — all different groups were brought together under this umbrella called the
African National Congress (ANC). What was also signiicant about the establishment
of ANC in 1912, was that it has an internationalist character. In 1912, chiefs and kings
of that time were still playing a very important role in leading and organizing African
people. Immediately after the formation of the ANC, chiefs and kings from Botswana,
Lesotho, Swaziland and Zambia, who were ighting the liberation of their people from
colonialism, partnered with the ANC to forge a united struggle against colonialism so it
was not just a South African affair and that is the reason why to this day that so many
non-South Africans regard the ANC as their own as well., so the establishment of the
ANC was a signiicant development. The ANC came at the time when the English and
the Dutch who were now called boers had decided after their war in 1899-1902 in which
the boers were deited to unite and create a single country out of what had become
4 provinces, 2 — the Cape and Natal being British and English colonies and 2— the
Transvaal and Orange Free State being boer colonies. They united and established a
single entity called the Union of South Africa, which meant they also decided to unite
against the Africans. This is another signiicant point about the establishment of the
ANC as it also represented an alternative parliament that the ANC was to become for
the African people because the English and the Dutch or the boers had decided to come
together and establish a political entity called the Union of South Africa and had a
parliament which was for white people. So from the very beginning ANC set itself up as
the parliament of the African people.
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Coming to the next question of how one evaluates a hundred years of existence of
ANC. [ think this is one of the most remarkable stories that need to be told more widely.
One of the things | regard as the real signiicant achievement of ANC in the last one
hundred years was the fact that this organization started as a parliament for African people
that sought to unite the African people saw the theme of unity in the ANC become so
strong that in the course of time it became a broader concept of unity. Initially, the ANC
recognized the fact that it was not only Africans who were oppressed in South Africa as
the people of Indian origin were also oppressed in South Africa. Part of what happened
in South Africa is some people were brought from various countries to work in South
Africa, in particular, people were brought from India and other areas around Asia and
those people became part of South Africa and part of the disadvantaged and oppressed
groups. Colored people (people of mixed origin) in the Western Cape were also denied
of their rights. Later on, as the ANC became more mature as an organization it began to
even include in that concept of unity, white South Africans who were willing to identify
with the course of justice, freedom and democracy. In the evolution of the struggle a
so called Congress movement emerged in the 50s African National Congress, Colored
Peopled Congress, Indian Congress and the Congress of democrats an organization of
white South Africans who identited with democracy. The ANC eventually became a
home of democrats in South Africa irrespective of the color of their skin and I think it is
one of the most remarkable things about the ANC in its one hundred years of existence as
it has grown to become a home for all South Africans. Perhaps the other thing that needs
to be highlighted about this is that one of the strongest aspects of ANC was being able
to evolve to become a truly people’s organization that represented interests of different
groups from peasants to workers and intelligentsia, from colored to white people, etc.
It has really became a people’s organization and it became an expression of aspirations
of the broadest section of our population and what the ANC stood for and stands for
today is representative of the different groups of our society. | think this is one of the
remarkable achievements. Maybe the inal point I would like to make in this regard is that
the ANC evolved new methods and new instruments of the struggle. The main methods
that were used initially were petitions, deputations to the Queen of England and so on.
ANC evolved to adopt more militant methods of struggle and mass organization, which
became one of the organization’s key instruments. But as the situation was changing
on the ground, the ANC faced increasing brutality by the apartheid regime, especially
following the accession to power by nationalists in South Africa in 1948 who became
more brutal, more violent when they dealt with the expression of protest by our people.
New conditions emerged and mass organization grew to a point where the apartheid
government decided to ban the ANC and other organizations and so we had to look for
new methods of continuing the struggle. So underground methods of struggle came in,
the element of international struggle to isolate the apartheid government came in and also
the military aspect for the irst time came into the picture. The ANC is an organization
that engaged in diverse forms, means and methods of struggle and I think this is one
more of the remarkable things about it over the period of one hundred years.

KJIL: When I mentioned the celebration of one hundred years of ANC I used the

word «wey — «We celebrate ity». I think we, Russians, we have a right to use this word,
because USSR had a very close relationship with African National Congress. I think we
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need to remember these pages of our common history and I would like that you tell us in
more details about relations between ANC and Soviet Union.

Ambassador Mpahlwa: That’s another story which in my view needs to be told
more widely and more correctly. Last year | insisted that the year of celebration of
one hundred years of the ANC cannot pass without us celebrating that in Russia today,
because if there was one country that has made the biggest contribution to the ANC
achievements in 100 years, was Russia as a key part of the Soviet Union. The USSR
made a very special contribution to ensure that the ANC become a better and stronger
organization through so many things that Soviet Union did. There was a time when ANC
had to be evacuated from Tanzania because of particular problems and dificulties that
we had at that time and it was an aircraft from Moscow that was sent for that purpose. It
was the Soviet Union that provided military training, educational opportunities for our
young people, logistical support. They provided us with means of survival to make sure
that we have camps and necessary support to keep soldiers there, to train them and that
they are properly looked after. So it is one of the remarkable relationships that developed
between the ANC and Soviet Union, therefore, in my view something that we have to
see as the beginnings of the relationship between people of South Africa and people of
today’s Russia. So we had centenary conference in the Institute for African studies of the
Russian Academy of Science and in my speech there | spoke in more details about this
subject. | hope that this speech will be of interest for the readers of your Journal.® But
generally speaking, yes, Russians have all the right to celebrate this jubilee with us.

KJIL: Your Excellency, let me just add that we have not only the right to celebrate
now, but we have a great honor to be with you during your fighting for freedom.

My next question relates to new South Africa. Twenty years ago, in 1993, South
Africa adopted new Constitution and in 1994 were held first democratic elections. Please
tell us about this part of your history.

Ambassador Mpahlwa: In 1993 we adopted the Interim Constitution and this was a
very signiicant development because if you recall at that time we still had the apartheid
government in place. But there had been recognition that the apartheid government could
no longer singularly govern the country. It became clear that it was no longer possible
for that government to really manage the society. And so with unbanning of political
organizations in 1990 it was the irst recognition that the South African situation required
that different political voices, be allowed to legally exist in the country and play the role
in determining the future for the country. This unbanning in 1990 had signiied that the
apartheid regime could no longer singularly govern the country. Arch Bishop Desmond
Tutu held one of the mass rallies. | will never forget the slogan that he used, when he
said: “We are unstoppable”. There were huge expressions of freedom and we insisted
that all the different political voices be allowed on the negotiations table. So there was
a process of negotiations that started and the interim constitution was agreed upon.
The interim constitution was signiicant in two respects. All negotiators recognized the
illegitimacy of the Constitution that existed at that time. Secondly, the defeat of the
political formations during the course of the negotiations attempted to actually negotiate
a new inal Constitution for a country. The ANC insisted, during the negotiations, that

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of the African continent that is at peace with itself that is stable and prosperous; we
are committed to ensure that the underdeveloped continent achieves its developmental
goals. With regard to Intra-Africa trade, we are involved in a lot of things as a democratic
government. One of the biggest tasks following the dawn of democracy was to pursued the
South African private sector to begin to invest and do business in the African continent.
You can understand that due to the apartheid government, these companies were never
exposed to the African continent so to them the African continent was a foreign and they
were scared to go there, but the democratic government had to show them that this place
is for them to do business. We also lobbied for a capacity building from within South
Africa and across the world. The South African institutions are in partnership with many
African countries to develop their own human potential. Many universities have become
a very important part of plans of many countries to develop their own human capital. We
are involved in a lot of peace-support, peace-keeping, peace-enforcement and conlict
resolution in various parts of the continent. The democratic government of South African
played a very important role in bringing different political parties of DRC together and
continues to play a critical role in pursuit of peace in this country. The current president
of South Africa was very much involved in the peace negotiation process in Burundi,
which is stable today. Our former President Thabo Mbeki currently involved in peace
process between the Sudan and South Sudan. There is a lot of evidence of South Africa
being involved in peace, stability and development initiatives in the African continent.

South African government regards multilateralism as very essential part of its
foreign policy in managing global affairs. Therefore, we are working closely with
international bodies such as the United Nations organs, the World Bank, the Group of 20
countries, and many more. We are cooperating with various countries to ensure that in
dealing with global affairs we put the multilateral institutions at the center of managing
global issues. In this regard, we are working towards the reform of the international
institutions such as the UN, IMF and World Bank in particular, to be democratic and
to relect the current geo-politics. These institutions continue to retain the status quo
of the 1940s when most countries of the African continent were still colonized. In this
work that we do, we work obviously very closely with many African countries, when
we brought NEPAD, we worked with a number of African countries, Nigeria, Eqypt,
Algeria and Senegal were an important part of that process,. We work with African
countries; we work with the developing world more generally in ighting some of these
issues. But I think more recently one body has emerged that represents convergence of
thinking especially around area of putting multilateralism in the center of managing
global affairs and reforming international inancial and economic institutions to make
them more inclusive or equitable. We found ourselves as part of BRICS a unique body
of countries that have shared thinking about that aspect of reforming the institutions
and ensuring that the management global affairs is based on multilateral approaches.
We felt that we needed to be part of what at that time was BRIC because we saw this
convergence of thinking on global affairs between these countries.

KJIL: What is a place of Russia in South Africa foreign policy? You have already
mentioned this in passing, but let me express my feelings about 2 years term of South
Africa in Security Council. Evaluating this two years I would suspect that the voting
process of South Africa and Russia could bring me to the conclusion that we were real
allies in the resolving some of international problems. We often voted together, even
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when we were against other members of the Security Council. So could you please tell
us in a little bit more details about place of Russia in South African foreign policy.

Ambassador Mpahlwa: Firstly | have to say that Russia has been involved in the
international and global multilateral space for far longer than South Africa has. South
Africa as a democratic state; is a young country because as part of the 1ght against
apartheid system, South Africa had been booted out of UN, we could not really participate
in any of these institutions because of the system we had in place. And so as South Africa
became more and more involved in global affairs we realized that in many- instances
we had a convergence of thinking with Russia. This is something that has also made us
natural members of BRICS since we are pursuing the same goals. We want to reform
these institutions, we want a greater voice for the developing world, and we want more
inclusive 1nancial and economic system. These countries have really emerged to be the
closest to us in terms of thinking around these issues and therefore from that point of
view, Russia is a very important country to us from the foreign policy point of view.
We have enhanced our cooperation at the UN Security Council; we have not always
necessarily done the same things but had more consultations, more coordination for our
positions. That is one aspect. Diplomatic relations were established in the time when
both countries were actually on a transition mode, the South African government was
still under the apartheid system while Russia was just emerging from the post-soviet
era. When the democratic government came into place it began to look for ways in
which we could develop this relationship. So we signed a number of agreements and
treaties and put in place structures to enhance our relations. Although we are pleased
with the level of coordination and cooperation, we do believe that this relationship is
not exactly where we hope it to be. During the recent meetings between Presidents of
South Africa and Russia, both leaders committed to change the situation because both
countries have reached the level of stability and we can pay more attention on developing
our relations. This is what we are doing right now in our work. We are really working
towards diversiication of our relations in areas such as Science and technology, mining,
agriculture and so on.

KJIL: It was in fact my next question that you have already started to answer. |
wanted to ask you what are the main economical projects that could be developed in the
future, or maybe they have already been started nowadays between Russia and South
Africa?

Ambassador Mpahlwa: \Well, our countries are very strong mining producers and
both have lots of mineral deposits, which are essential for each of us and in some ways
I think it would be the irst area perhaps. Before the recent economic crisis we saw quite
a lot of interest on the part of South African mining companies to explore opportunities
in Russia and many of them pulled back after the economic crisis, but already a number
of Russian companies are involved in mining in South Africa. We have Renova, Norilsk
Nickel in nickel mines in South Africa, so we do have some mining operations by Russian
companies and of course companies like Evraz invested in South Africa. So these are
areas that are emerging in our work in this forum called “ITEC” (Intergovernmental
Trade and Economical Cooperation Platform). We have identiied areas of energy, South
Africa has huge energy needs right now because we are involved in a very big project
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of increasing our electricity production, capacity, but also diversifying our sources,
bringing cleaner sources of energy such as solar, wind generated energy and nuclear and
one of the Russian companies is already involved in a big solar project in South Africa.
Rosatom expressed a lot of interest in the nuclear build program as South Africa is going
to built 8 new nuclear stations between now and 2032. | think there is a lot of interest
but already we are working with Russia in this 1eld because our existing nuclear power
station gets it fuel and enriched uranium from Russia. At other levels, other projects in
which Russia and South Africa involved in are the area of minerals, because we both
are strong mining countries with a long history of mining and obviously among other
things unique mining technologies. In the area of science technology, innovation and
space cooperation already exists between South Africa and Russia with South African
Scientiic institutions already cooperating with the Kurchatov Institute, the Joint Institute
of Nuclear Research, and also Roscosmos, We are looking to utilize the capacities that
Russia has to develop our own skills in particular areas. We need to train so many people
in highly specialized areas, such as nuclear 1eld, in maritime area and so on.

One of the challenges we are dealing with now is expanding the basket of goods that
are traded between our two countries. At the moment the level of trade is very low for
countries that are as big as ours. For example with China we are looking to achieve 100
billion dollars by 2015 and with India there is also a very ambitious target that has been
set. South Africa also trades in a very big way with the rest of the world, and as trading
nations we are supposed to set new ambitions targets for our trade; we want to increase
the volume of trade and diversify the products we trade. The biggest export to Russia is
fresh fruits and bottled wine, so we want other things to be traded.

KJIL: Let me remind you, Your Excellency that first we meet with you was last year
at the International Palace of Music during the concert of your extraordinary musical
group «Soweto Gospel Choiry. I think it is a good example how culture connects people,
but my special request that this field of cultural exchange will be intensified. We already
had a great cultural group Umoja here in Moscow and even in Kazan. But let me draw
your attention to the fact that our cultural cooperation has one shortcoming. We still
have not seen in Russia the legendary «Ladysmith Black Mambazo». That is my special
request for you: please organize the concert of Black Mambazo in Russia. Let me tell
you one short story. After the concert of Umoja one person told to another and I heard
that. He said — “That was the best event in my life so far”. That’s an impression that
South Africans may make. So please do your best in bringing Ladysmith Black Mambazo
in Russia and many-many others, we will be very happy with that.

Ambassador Mpahlwa: | am very glad that you have asked me about this. I also
feel very strong about this, especially because | live here now and now how rich Russia
is in the 1eld of culture. And I just wish some of the things you have already achieved,
we could similar achieve in South Africa. Russian culture and cultural products are for
open to anyone due to the availability of facilities, enabling everybody to go to theatres.
When we walk around Russia we see one little theatre here, another one there, they are
available and it is one of the things I wish we could learn from Russia. We must have
these facilities close to where people are as in that way people are able to participate
in cultural productions, theatre productions, so on...I am inspired from living here in
Russia by how this aspect of culture is an integral part of life of people here. It is not
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something for some categories of people, it is for everyone. And | really-really admire
that in Russia. You must keep that up; and show us how it is done. But | also feel that
South Africa has got so much that it can give to the world and to the Russian people:
from its different and rich experience, it can bring the soul of our people. I am sure
that this is what you saw in the Soweto Gospel Choir, when you saw Ladysmith Black
Mambazo, and when you saw Umoja. Soul comes out of our people. | really believe
South Africa has got a lot to offer in this area, and we will do more to ensure that we
have more groups that come to perform in Russia. We would like to expose more South
Africans to your best performances such as your ballet dancers who in my view are just
the best. So let us continue to work, | see you have a lot of interest in this area. We hope
that we can work together. So | give you my commitment that we will do what we can
to ensure that Ladysmith Black Mambazo come to Russia.

KJIL: Thank you so much Your Excellency for this interview. Thank you, we very
appreciate it. Let me express our hope that our relations will grow more and more and
have more strength.

RELATIONS BETWEEN USSR AND ANC

LESSONS FROM 100 YEARS OF THE LIFE
OF THE AFRICAN NATIONAL CONGRESS

Mandisi Mpahlwa’

Chief Albert Luthuli, President of the ANC from 1952 to 1967, said, when he received
the Nobel Peace Prize in 1961, «many years ago my people extended a hand of friendship
and what happened to that hand only history can tell». Of course that metaphorical hand of
friendship was the welcome and warmth with which Africans received the irst Europeans
who came to settle in South Africa in 1652. We know that that hand was bitten by those to
whom it was extended and what followed were epic wars that were fought and lasted two
and half centuries, culminating in the 1nal defeat of Africans in what became the last of those
wars of resistance against colonial invasion and dispossession — the Bambatha Rebellion of
1906.

In the meantime, the 1884 Berlin Conference had intensiied the colonial drive as it
had carved up Africa among the various colonial and imperial powers. The situation in
South Africa had become more complex as, in addition to the initial Dutch settlers who had
assumed a new identity as Boers, it had seen the entry of the English, and conlicts with
Africans on the one hand, and Boers on the other, with the Boers later leaving the initial
theatre of this conlict —the Cape Colony —en masse through the Great Trek to settle in the
northern parts of South Africa. More conlict between them was to follow when gold and
diamonds were discovered where the Boers had settled. The pinnacle of this conlict was the
Anglo-Boer War of 1899-1902 (now re-named the South African War) that ended in defeat
for the Boers.

As the curtain was drawn on the Anglo-Boer War, and the Bambatha Rebellion was
crushed, something of great signiicance took place that formed an important backdrop to
the establishment of the African National Congress (then the Native National Congress).
This was the historic compromise between the English and the Boers to establish a single
territory with a National Government — the Union of South Africa — for whites only. Put
differently, they buried their differences and united in maintaining and deepening the colonial
subjugation of the Africans.

On the other hand the Africans, who had been ighting as different tribes and were
defeated one by one, area by area, remained as such, fragmented and defeated. The venerable
Sol Plaatjie captured that period as follows: «these were desperate times as the chapter of
wars of resistance drew to a close, with many having already been displaced from their land
to work in the new mines and factories that had emerged with discovery of gold and dia-
monds». A new educated elite of Africans had emerged, and religion had set in among them
leading to new forms of expression such as publications, African Independent Churches, and
early political organisation.

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But had Africans accepted their defeat and given up the i1ght against their colonial
subjugation? The establishment of the ANC in 1912 became an emphatic no to this
question.

Unity: A Weapon Against The Demon Of Tribalism In Defence
Of African Independence

The African National Congress — then called the Native National Congress — at it’s
very inception became a platform for unity of the various tribes and, in this way, struck
at the heart of what had been a signiicant factor in the eventual defeat of the Africans which
brought to an end the era of wars of resistance. On this basis, the launch of the ANC in
1912 also dealt a blow to the core colonial strategy of divide and rule. This new platform
for unity extended beyond the boundaries of South Africa, with the launch of the ANC
assuming a regional character as it was attended by traditional leaders from Botswana,
Lesotho, Swaziland and Zambia, who were leading their own peoples’ resistance to
colonial conquest.

The launch of the ANC was, therefore, a significant first step that, in the face of defeat to
an enemy with superior weapons, combined Anglo-Boer unity, and dispossession, signalled
the continuation of resistance 7o colonial conquest on a new basis and different forms
of organisation. It was a 1rst step of great courage and vision and, thus, a great salute is
due to those early pioneers and visionary African leaders: intellectuals, chiefs, clergy who,
when we look back today, were very dynamic thinkers, activists, writers and organisers who
established the wrst African churches, organisations and publications.

This was also an act of great inspiration to the whole of the African Continent
which made, and makes, Africans to claim the ANC as their own as well.

One of the irst struggles waged in this new phase of resistance was against the 1913
Land Act, poll tax and pass laws which were, together, aimed at completing the
destruction of African independence through dispossession of their land and livestock,
and to ensure labour for the new mines and factories that emerged with the discovery of gold
and diamonds. In this way the Africans were forced to sell their labour, with their source of
livelihood taken away from them, and to earn the money to pay the new taxes that had been
imposed. These first struggles were, in essence, in defence of African independence.

As we celebrate a hundred years of the life of the ANC, the first set of lessons to
draw, which, perhaps, go a long way towards explaining the enduring character and
long life this great organisation has had, consists in the powerful platform for broad-
based unity across various tribes within South Africa, and with peoples beyond its
boundaries. Furthermore, the emergence of the ANC provided, in the face of defeat
and dispossession, a new instrument, a new basis and new methods for defence of
African independence. It can, and should, be boldly said that these are qualities that
have remained characteristic of the ANC throughout it’s one hundred year existence
that we are today celebrating.

The ANC Becomes The Political Home For All Oppressed South Africans

As the wars and resistance had continued, other important changes were taking place
within African society as, with the advent of mission schools, the inluences of education and
Christianity, as well as the discovery of gold and diamonds with the resultant emergence of
new mines and factories, meant that social stratiication within African society was taking
place and, thus, over time, educated people, intellectuals, the clergy and the working class
emerged; later still, as further stratiication and class formation gathered pace, African
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entrepreneurs and skilled Africans, all of whom confronted racially based restrictions in the
pursuit of their interests, also emerged. All of these class and social groups found, in the
ANC, an organisational expression of their aspirations.

One of the early attractions of the ANC was that it put itself up as a Parliament of the
African people in direct counter to the all-white parliament established through the Anglo-
Boer compromise and resulted in the Union of South Africa in 1910. However, the oppressed
in South Africa were not only the Africans but the Coloured and Indian people such that as
the struggle progressed, great convergence materialised in the struggles of all these groups,
with the ANC eventually becoming a home for all oppressed South Africans as well
as those from among white society that identified with the struggle of the oppressed
people, truly cementing the ANC’s status as a Parliament for all South Africans.

The ANC, therefore, had a historic mission that resonated with a broad spectrum
of the oppressed and beyond and which, as one of the factors that gave the ANC a long
life, resulted in an ever-widening theme, in almost outwardly moving concentric circles
of an ongoing process of expanding and higher levels, of unity, and, perhaps, a further
important lesson to harvest from the century of existence of this great organisation.

The ANC And The Working Class: A Strategic And Enduring Alliance Forged In Struggle

The struggle of the African people had, over the two and half centuries, revolved around
land dispossession and was thus rural/ peasant based; the discovery of minerals led to very
rapid industrialisation and the emergence of a working class and working class organisations.
This development itted in with the pattern of racial division that had taken shape in the
broader society, with the white and black components of this class facing different conditions,
a reality that worker organisations had to contend with very early. This resulted in early
debates around the relationship between class and national struggle which often after
ugly discourse in the 1920’s, resulted in recognition of the national question as the most
urgent political question in the context of South Africa. This laid the foundation for the
birth of an alliance between the National Liberation and Working Class Movements
which meant that, while working class organisations were concerned with shop-1oor struggles
and the struggle for socialism, in the context of South Africa, primary efforts would be
directed at the objective of achieving national liberation.

This was the beginning of an alliance that was later formalised and became the bedrock
of the struggle against Apartheid — the proverbial anvil and a rock between which it would
be crushed. For any industrialised society the centrality and power of an organised
working class is well established and this was, thus, a crucial strategic achievement
for the ANC which became the accepted leader of this alliance. At different periods
in the life of the ANC this relationship with communists and worker organisations came
under attack such as when President Gumede visited the Soviet Union in 1927, when the
Youth League was formed in 1943, and when the Pan Africanist Congress broke away in
1959, however it endured and led to great achievements characterised as follows by
President Oliver Tambo: «Ours is not merely a paper alliance, created at conference tables
and formalised through the signing of documents and representing only an agreement of
leaders. Our alliance is a living organism that has grown out of struggle. We have built it out
of our separate and common experiences», and by President Nelson Mandela in 1995: «It
is a relationship that has detractors in abundance; a relationship that has its proliic obituary
scribes. But it is a relationship that always disappoints these experts. Because it was founded
in the struggle. It is written in the blood of many martyrs». Some of the leaders of our worker
and liberation struggles — Comrades Moses Kotane, JB Marks and lvon Jones —were laid to
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rest in Novodevichy Cemetery here in Moscow. This relationship became the foundation
for later alliances with other organisations in the 1950’s, as well as at the height of the
Mass Democratic Movement in the 1980°s which was epitomised by the emergence of
the United Democratic Front, and stands out as one of the critical foundations for the
resilience, long life and relevance.

Evolution Into A Mass-Based And Dynamic Organisation

The ANC evolved from its early days of, almost, becoming an elitist organisation
characterised by the dominant role of intellectuals, chiefs, the clergy and professionals, as well
as methods of struggle that did not connect with the people, into a mighty mass movement
that was fighting people’s struggles with them, providing leadership in action, working
with different organisations, and formations of various kinds and purposes.

It developed ever-expanding forms and methods of struggle, became capable of
responding to different situations, and adapting its methods to changing material
conditions. It thus became a living, dynamic organism that evolved with time and changing
material conditions and was, very often, inluenced by the various organisations and sections
or groupings of society that it interacted with.

The economic hardships of the Great Depression of the 1930’s, the impact and aftermath
of the Second World War, as well as the intensiication of oppression with the advent of
Apartheid in 1948, introduced new militancy and dynamism in the ANC that led 1 to the
great mass struggles of the 1950’s that culminated in the banning of political organisations
in 1960, mass arrests of political leaders and brutal suppression of all forms of protest.
These conditions that developed over the decade of the 1950’s had, once again, and as had
happened at the turn of the century with the' crushing of the last of the wars of resistance,
produced circumstances which resulted in the ANC re-examining the methods of struggle
in response to a new reality. This is when underground and armed methods, as well as the
international campaign to isolate Apartheid were added to its already rich arsenal of tactics.

The recovery from the setback of the 60’s and 70’s was long, hard and painful but
was achieved as evidenced by heightened «mass organisation, armed actions and the
international isolation of the Apartheid regime in the 1980’s, resulting in the ultimate
triumph of the cause of democracy in the 1990’s.

The Freedom Charter — A New Vision For South Africa

At a time that we could refer to as the dark days, when there was yet no light at the end
of the tunnel, when the intensity of oppression was deepening while the democratic forces
had not yet gathered suficient strength to bring about change, the ANC led a process towards
developing a post-Apartheid vision for South Africa — the Freedom Charter — in 1955,
which still remains relevant today, and became the foundation for the new constitution of
a democratic South Africa.

This document, which was later formally adopted by the ANC, served to cement the
ANC as a home for all South Africans as it responded to, and addressed the aspirations of
every section of society, including white South Africans, as its pre-amble reads: «South
Africa belongs to all who live in it black and white, and that no government can justly
claim authority unless it is based on the will of all the people».

It was a vision born out of a thorough-going democratic process of consultation with
the people in the villages, farms, factories, ofices, townships and everywhere over a period
of one year, culminating in a mass gathering in which all the demands were reduced to a
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single, comprehensive and coherent document that was adopted. This further enhanced and
entrenched the status of the ANC as a parliament for all South Africans as they, in their
different categories, could ind in the document an expression of their aspirations.

It is worth noting, at this point, that the ANC drew up and adopted its irst bill of rights,
which preceded by many years the same development in the United Nations, in 1923, and,
in 1943, when the Youth League was formed, the African Claims document, with a bill of
rights, was drawn up and adopted.

All of these are evidence of an organisation that was imbued with vision and a far-
sightedness that, at various points and times, served the struggle for liberation very
well, with all the attendant difficulties and challenges that such struggles generally
encounter.

The ANC As A Disciplined Organisation And A School Of Leadership

This great organisation was also blessed with great leaders, whose greatness derived from
sacriice, ighting with the people, a higher level of morality, longevity and steadfastness to
the cause of freedom. We believe, however, that these great qualities of these great individuals
were enhanced, or forged, in being part of an organisation that had particular characteristics.
The ANC has for most of its life, been a disciplined organisation that functioned, and func-
tions, on the basis of core values, principles and a character that are well-defined in its
constitution; it functions on the basis of properly constituted structures, processes and
systems, and these become the basis of the conduct and activities of its members.

Furthermore, through depth of organisation that consists in branches, regional,
provincial and national structures, as well as the Youth, Women’s and now Veterans Leagues,
each with their own sub-structures, the ANC has constantly developed and nurtured layers
and layers of leadership.

This gave the ANC one of its best qualities as an organism of constant continuity
and change which allowed for inter-generational infusion and succession through a
mutual process of influence that enabled the younger generation to influence the older
generation while learning the best lessons from them. In this way the organisation was
able to retain its best qualities while accommodating new ideas and adapting to new
methods.

A further characteristic of the ANC, arising from what | have ust described, as well as
its nature as a broad based organisation which multiple interests are represented, is that it has
always been a platform for the contestation of ideas, and out of this it has always been able
to adopt the best policies, and became an organisation that always strives to achieve the best
possible balance between its various, and often competing, constituencies and interests.

The ANC has, over its life, had extensive international exposure to, and engagement
with, progressive and other forces throughout its existence and, in the process, learned the
best lessons from the experiences of others to become a very wise and even sophisticated
organisation.

All of these combined have given the ANC one of its best attributes as a resilient
organisation capable of recovery from immense difficulties and setbacks as, on
examination, its history reveals that it has had plenty of these.

Esteemed comrades and friends of the ANC and the people of South Africa, how do
I bring this to a close, accepting that the study of an organisation that has existed over
a hundred years as a united, strong, dynamic, cohesive, fighting and resilient organi-
sation, is an immense undertaking that is fraught with attendant dangers, and risks,
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of completeness and correctness of interpretation? What do I say, and what can I say,
about, and to, such an organisation by way of drawing from its past and track-record,
and projecting into the future?

The ANC And The Next Hundred Years

Firstly, the ANC stands as a unique organisation with a global footprint, extensive
experience, a high level of wisdom and sophis tication and yet remains an organisation that
is deeply rooted in the masses of the people. This is a feature that it needs to defend with
its life.

Secondly, the ANC has been an integral part of the global progressive forces, and the
world we live in today which is highly imbalanced, shows that there is still a need for a
progressive movement to ight the battles of today, and it must strive to remain part of the
global progressive movement.

Thirdly, the most enduring slogan of the ANC has been «Mayibuye iAfrica», which
means «Africa must return to its rightful owners», and, since attaining democracy and
ascending into Government, it has had Africa as the irst of its priorities in its foreign policy
and engagement with the world. The ANC must retain this position for a long time to come
as the road ahead for Africa is still long and hard.

Finally, and I have not said anything about this as the key focus, in celebrating the ANC
centenary, has been to examine the entirety of its existence with a view to learning the best
lessons from it, the ANC is, once again, facing new problems because of the new material
conditions within which it seeks to fulil its historic mission, problems that have not featured
in most of its 100-year history. These are the problems of the last eighteen years as a ruling
party, and which are crisply captured and articulated as follows:

- intra-organisational management, unity and cohesion have come under severe strain;

- the challenges of governance drain the organisation of its best human resources,
leaving a gap in its structures;

- the still high levels of poverty and inequality have the potential to undermine or detract
from nation-building;

- the economic hardships still faced by many Africans have the potential to fuel
xenophobia by Africans against other Africans;

- the weaknesses of government at various levels, which are slowing down the process
of achieving the objectives of the struggle for the majority who were victims of dispossession
and oppression, point to the urgent need to invest in strengthening local government in
particular.

As we celebrate the Centenary of the ANC we need, as we have had to do at
different points in the course of our struggle, to find new and urgent responses to the
new challenges that confront us.

BETWEEN USSR AND ANC

EVACUATING THE ARMY TO THE USSR

Soon after the Morogoro conference the ANC leadership, supported by the SACP
requested that a delegation be received in Moscow. This request was granted, and the delegation
arrived. It was headed by Oliver Tambo and included Duma Nokwe and Joe Matthews. By that
time, the relationship between the ANC and the Soviet Union had become more diversiied.
Contrary to the views of many writers, Soviet military specialists did not train or advise the
ANC in Tanzania or Zambia; this was done in the USSR. Moscow had also provided practical
assistance in the operations in Zimbabwe, as well as appropriate back-up. This took many
forms and included the supply of a powerful radio-receiver (mentioned above), airlifting food
and medicine, a crash course for motor mechanics, and a one-year training course for nurses.
«This last was of special importance as experience in Zimbabwe had revealed that the medical
service available in MK was inadequate. Also, the provision of air tickets enabled the ANC to
maintain international contacts, through visits like Tambo’s to Algeria in 1968.

The Soviet Union arranged trips for ANC and SACP leaders to visit their cadres studying
in the USSR. For instance, in July 1968 the CPSU Central Committee agreed to receive ‘a
member of the SACP CC Joe Slovo to conduct work among South Africans studying in the
USSR. | was astonished 24 years later to read in an article in the Johannesburg Sunday Times
that «in the Party jargon of the times «conducting work» meant nothing else but performance
of special KGB assignments». The author, Boris Pilyatskin of Izvestiya, ‘scoured the Kremlin
archives’ on a well-paid assignment for the Sunday Times trying —in vain —to ind documents
which would compromise Joe Slovo, Chris Hani and other prominent SACP and ANC
members.» | am happy to inform Pilyatskin that, in anyone’s jargon, ‘conducting work’ meant,
in fact, meeting people, holding discussions with them, and canvassing their opinions. It is to
the credit of the ANC and the SACP leadership that they maintained close contact with South
Africans in the USSR and in other countries.

At that stage the presence of MK members in the USSR was secret, though sometimes
secrets were not easy to keep. In June 1969, I visited Kiev, accompanying Mziwandile Piliso,
who went there precisely ‘to conduct work among South Africans’, that is to see the students.
The principal of the local nursery school explained that the attempt “to disguise’ the ANC
members as Zambians was hardly successful, as genuine Zambian students were surprised
that their supposed compatriots could not speak their vernacular languages.

Piliso was the irst member of the ANC leadership whom | met after joining the staff of
the Soviet Afro-Asian Solidarity Committee in March 1969. | had earlier met rank-and-ile
members in Moscow, among them Joseph Nhlanhla, future Minister of Intelligence Services,
and Max Sisulu, Walter’s son, a future member of the South African parliament. Both of them
were that year completing their master’s degrees in economics.

The 1rst ANC delegation | met was the one that came to Moscow after the Morogoro
Conference, in July 1969, a month after the SACP delegation that participated in the
International Communist and Workers’ Parties Meeting. The SACP delegation was led by
J.B. Marks, the Party Chairman, because Moses Kotane had suffered a severe stroke and had
been brought to Moscow for treatment in the early hours of the morning of 1 January 19609.

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The members of the delegation were Yusuf Dadoo, Michael Harmel and a young activist
registered as J. Jabulani.» Dadoo could stay for only a week as he was ‘wanted by the [ANC]
Revolutionary Council.

The international gathering in Moscow was a partially successful attempt to bring together
representatives of the communist parties. Too many were absent, not only the Chinese, but
also those who did not want to quarrel with them, including the Vietnamese. A number of
the participating parties refused to give full support to the documents of the meeting. But for
the SACP the meeting was of the utmost importance: its delegation used the opportunity to
develop bilateral ties with various parties. Part of the report of the delegation read:

A meeting was held with the [Soviet] Prime Minister, A.Kosygin. He was especially
interested in the conditions of the mine-workers in South Africa. A verbal report was given to
him on the subject.

He informed our delegation that the Soviet people are very interested in South Africa.
He also said that they recognize that the South African struggle is probably the most dificult
one in the world. He assured us of their total support of our struggle and invited us to ask for
any support we may require whenever we need this».

Mike Harmel took an active part in the preparation of the meeting, and made a preliminary
draft of the speech delivered at the plenary session by J.B. Marks, who also chaired one of the
sessions. Joe Matthews was also there, this time as a representative of the Communist Party
of Lesotho. He made a strong anti-Beijing speech, comparing the Chinese Communist Party
with a “‘mad elephant’. It was widely publicised in those days of Soviet-Chinese polemics,
although the name of the ‘CPL representative’ was not mentioned.

The ANC delegation in Moscow discussed the results of the Morogoro Conference, the
renewed emphasis on the work inside South Africa, and the need to speed up the return home
of MK 1ghters. New requests were presented, and new assistance was provided, particularly
in training.

In the period immediately before and after the Morogoro Conference, which became
known as ‘the era of the Lusaka Manifesto’, the ANC was faced with a new and worrying
development. Some independent African states proposed compromises with the Pretoria
regime, at the expense of the ANC. The Lusaka Manifesto on South Africa was approved by
a conference of Eastern and Central African states in Lusaka in April 1969. The signatories
conirmed that the liberation of southern Africa was their aim, while stating their readiness
to normalise relations with colonial and racist regimes. They would urge the liberation
movements ‘to desist from their armed struggle’ if those regimes recognized ‘the principle of
human equality’ and the right to self-determination. The moderate tone of the manifesto was
used by collaborationists such as President Banda of Malawi to justify their policy of a so-
called dialogue with South Africa.

It was perhaps ironic that the three members of the ‘Unholy Alliance’ —Pretoria, Salisbury
and Lisbon — felt themselves at that stage strong enough not to have to be concerned
about concessions and compromises. The African Communist described the manifesto as
‘insufferably patronising and even arrogant’. This sharp criticism was also a response to
‘perhaps the most sinister phrase’ in the manifesto: that steps against South Africa had to
be taken ‘even if international law is held to exclude active assistance to the South African
opponents of apartheid’. (This was an inexplicable mistake by the African leaders concerned,
as the position of the international community, expressed by the UN, speciically prescribed
assistance to those ighting against apartheid.) However, the aspect of the manifesto that
most disturbed the ANC and other liberation movements was the fact that decisions affecting
the destiny of their countries and peoples were taken without their participation or their
knowledge.
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At the same time, ANC activities in African countries were faltering. After the failure in
Zimbabwe, MK lost its capacity to operate from Zambian territory. Some of the Tanzanian
leadership looked with suspicion on the presence of non-Africans and communists in the
ANC. The inluence of China was discernible at this stage, as Beijing was very friendly not
only with Tanzania but also with the PAC, headed by Potlako Leballo.

Tanzania preferred all assistance to be channelled through the OAU Liberation Committee
(headed by a Tanzanian), but in fact not everything was reaching its destination. For example,
there were consistent rumours that some arms intended for liberation movements were re-
routed to Biafra, whose attempt to secede from Nigeria was actively supported by Tanzania.
In 1972, King Hassan of Morocco allocated one million US dollars to the ANC. These funds
were channelled through the Liberation Committee, but the ANC received only ive per cent
of the promised sum. The same was true or assistance received by the OAU from US churches
and intended for the ANC: only 1ve per cent was actually passed on to the South Africans,
and then with the stipulation that it be equally divided between the ANC and the PAC.

For many years the OAU Liberation Committee and many individual African states
followed a strategy of attempting to impose unity on the ANC and the PAC and treating
them as equally important. However, the position of these countries altered frequently,
depending not only on changes of government but even on the appointment of individual
government oficials. In these circumstances, the ANC’s approach was one of achieving
‘unity on the battleield’ —that is, inside South Africa —rather than in exile. The ANC insisted
that the problem should be solved by South African people and not imposed from outside the
country.

The concerns of the ANC leadership were clearly expressed by Oliver Tambo and Alfred
Nzo when they came to Moscow in April 1970 to participate in Lenin’s centenary celebrations.
They frankly described their growing dificulties, including the expulsion of ANC cadres from
Lesotho and Swaziland and their detention in Botswana. Tambo was particularly concerned
that many years of ‘inaction’, of staying idle in the camps, were ‘breaking’ the spirit of
activists. He believed that the situation inside South Africa was explosive, but that Africans,
without weapons for so long, were waiting for freedom ighters to return before starting the
armed struggle. At the same time he was worried that the people’s impatience might result
in a dangerous unplanned uprising. The degree of people’s readiness to 1ght was clearly
overestimated by ANC leaders at that time, but they were correct in their concern about an
uncontrolled uprising, even though it was not to occur until 1976.

In the wider context, the African continent was in a state of Tux, with countries seesawing
in their support for the liberation struggle in South Africa. When, for example, Tanzanian
and Zambian relations with the ANC cooled, the organisation received very resolute support
from the new Sudanese government formed after a military coup in May 1969. At some
stage there was even an informal discussion between the CPSU and ANC representatives
about the possibility of using Sudan as a base from which MK units would move south, even
in the face of lack of support from other governments in the region.

Support from the Sudan, no doubt promoted by some inluential ministers who were
either members of the Communist Party or close to it, affected responses to the Lusaka
Manifesto at a regional conference convened in Khartoum in January 1970. It became clear
that the colonial and racist regimes were not going to show any goodwill, and the Khartoum
conference decided ‘to intensify by all adequate means’ the national liberation struggle in
Africa ‘by making available all necessary facilities to liberation movements as would enable
them to carry out the struggle’. Resolutions of the OAU Assembly convened in August-
September 1970 also relected this spirit.
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1970.” Marks had to use all his moral authority and the high regard in which MK 1ghters
held him to convince them to accept the need to stay longer in Simferopol. Some time later
the problem was solved: some of the 1ghters were enrolled in Soviet universities or vocational
schools, while others were inally returned to Africa. Algeria was the irst to help the ANC.
Also, as mentioned above, the attitude of the Tanzanian authorities improved.

THE USSR STRENGTHENS ITS RELATIONSHIP WITH THE ANC

Soon after my return from Berlin Joe Slovo asked on behalf of Oliver Tambo if a meeting
could be arranged with Gorbachev in Moscow. It was felt that the high prestige then enjoyed
by the Soviet leader could work to the advantage of the ANC. International perceptions of
the ANC were changing rapidly. In May 1986, for example, the US for the irst time oficially
described the ANC as a ‘liberation organisation’. Slovo also said that Western attempts to
inluence Tambo had failed, as he was ‘100% on anti-imperialist positions’. The growing
inluence of the ANC made a meeting with Gorbachev feasible. Personal conditions were
also favourable. Gorbachev was, at least initially, much more dynamic with regard to Africa
than his predecessors: during 1986 he received six heads of independent African countries in
Moscow.

The irst (and last) discussion between the ANC President and the Soviet leader took
place in the Kremlin on 4 November 1986. Tambo arrived in Moscow at the head of a strong
ANC delegation, but at the meeting itself he was accompanied only by Thabo Mbeki. Tambo
had lown to Moscow from Maputo, where he had attended the funeral of Samora Machel,
who was Killed when his Tupolev-134 plane crashed inside South Africa.

The circumstances of this tragedy are still to be fully investigated, as the report by the
Margo Commission, appointed by Pretoria, was far from convincing. Soviet investigators
were irmly of the opinion that some outside interference with the navigation of the plane
had occurred. In the International Department, we tried to ind out the truth at source, as it
were, and Deputy Minister of Civil Aviation Vasin described to us how the plane had been
lured off course by a false beacon. The Soviets were especially offended by the allegations
made by Pik Botha about the supposed ‘drunkenness’ of the Soviet crew.” He claimed that in
some cases there were traces of alcohol in their blood. Later he tried to explain away these
assertions in the context of defending his country.

What is interesting is that Pik Botha and the South African authorities were ready to
use every opportunity, even when inappropriate, to engage with the USSR. After the crash,
a middle-rank oficial of the USSR Embassy in Maputo had to travel to South Africa to visit
a Soviet light engineer who had been admitted to hospital there. Botha immediately sought
to make political capital out of this. He received the oficial personally and tried to use him
to send a political message to Moscow. Pretoria was ready to maintain a position of’political
neutrality” in international relations and wished to establish relations and develop co-operation
with the USSR in every ield, including the marketing of gold, diamonds and other minerals.
Pretoria also sent a senior oficial from the Department of Foreign Affairs to accompany
the technical specialists who went to Moscow to investigate the black boxes that contained
information about the fatal light. (The Soviet Embassy in Mozambique mistakenly issued
him with a visa without prior approval from Moscow.) However, the oficial met only a low-
ranking Soviet diplomat, an attache or a third secretary, and then only informally, during
the meeting of air-safety specialists. Later the South Africans tried in vain to ind out what the
Soviet response was to the matters raised by their so-called emissary.

There were also other attempts at opening contact, such as when the good ofices of an
Italian businessman, Giovanni Mario Ricci, were used to approach the Soviet Embassy in the
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Cubans. Later he became famous as one of accused in the Moscow “Treason Trial’ of the
leaders of a so-called coup in August 1991. As distinct from all the other accused, he refused
an amnesty granted by the Russian parliament in January 1994, and was later acquitted by a
Military Collegium of the Supreme Court. Later he was an MP.)

Varennikov started the meeting with a half-hour lecture about the Soviets’ desire for
peace and readiness to reduce weapons. | got the impression that the General had neither
read Pravda that morning nor been briefed by his assistants about Tambo’s meeting with
Gorbachev. So he was not aware that general questions of peace and disarmament had already
been discussed with Tambo. ‘Our military are the most peaceful people’, 1 scribbled in a note
to Joe Slovo. He nodded with a chuckle.

A comprehensive discussion took place between the delegation and oficials of the
International Department, which was headed at that stage by the CPSU International
Secretary Anatoly Dobrynin. His appointment to this post in March 1986 to replace the 81-
year-old Ponomarev rejuvenated the department. Dobrynin combined his internationalist and
patriotic feelings with an eficiency no doubt acquired during his 25 years of ambassadorship
in Washington. The two and a half years that he was in of i ce, through to October 1988, were
the best for the department.

Tambo and his colleagues wanted the USSR to strengthen its position and maintain a
higher proile in southern Africa, and not leave the ield to the Western powers. The visible
presence of the USSR was needed, especially against the background of an increasing number
of visits by representatives from other countries. They emphasised that a trip by Gorbachev
to southern Africa would ‘transform the situation’, especially after Reagan had snubbed the
leaders of the Front Line States by rejecting their invitation. In Joe Slovo’s words, it would
‘electrify the region. People are looking for the support of a friend.” Dobrynin promised to
speak to Gorbachev again about this idea. He assured the delegation of the USSR’s “100%
support’ for the ANC —and, “if you want it, 120% support’.

At the same time, Gorbachev and Dobrynin fully supported the ANC proposal to explore
the possibility of joint Soviet-American actions against apartheid. The USA had been forced
to change its attitude to the ANC and it was now hurriedly trying to establish oficial contact.
On 20 September 1986, Tambo had a meeting with Chester Crocker, which was a prelude
to his meeting with Secretary of State George Shultz in January 1987. The US Ambassador
in Lusaka was even interested in the shape of the table for future talks. Traditional hostility
to the ANC had begun to melt, but the numbers game concerning SACP members in the
ANC NEC continued, and the ANC’s relations with the USSR were a permanent issue in
discussions.

One of the questions raised by Dobrynin was whether Pretoria had atomic weapons. The
delegation assured him that South Africa was in a position to produce them. The question
of atomic weapons, naturally, worried those in the USSR who dealt with South Africa.
It was Moscow that warned the USA and other Western powers about preparations for
nuclear testing in the Kalahari in 1977. I am not aware if the top Soviet leadership had
hard information about the actual production of bombs by South Africa, but certainly that
possibility was always considered.

However, after the outgoing apartheid regime admitted producing six atomic bombs,
some academics claimed that this nuclear capacity had played a major role in shaping
developments in the region. Professor Renfrew Christie in his paper on South Africa’s nuclear
history advances this as ‘an attractive hypothesis’. ‘By threatening to test or to use its atomic
bomb, South Africa had relieved itself of the Soviet-backed military threat which it had so long
feared, and had saved itself the need to build a very expensive 1ghter aircraft.” He admits that
there is not enough information to judge whether an atomic test threat was made by South
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Africain 1987, ‘nor what effect it had on the war [in Angola] or on negotiations.” Nonetheless,
he insists: ‘The most likely understanding is that President P.W. Botha successfully used the
threat of a nuclear explosion, in the process of getting Cubans to leave Angola. If this is true,
Apartheid’s atom bomb strategy paid off’. To the best of my knowledge, this was not so. The
Soviet executive and other papers concerning talks on the Angola-Namibia settlement never
referred to this as an issue of leverage. Regarding the Cubans, Jorge Risquet —in his preface
to Piero Gleijeses’s book on Cuba’s involvement in Africa —writes: “The Cuban government
suspected that South Africa had nuclear weapons and it was on the basis of this belief that its
tactical groups were formed and position and combat methods were selected’.

The mood ofTambo’s delegation was upbeat, in spite of the regime’s visible success
in suppressing legal opposition. On 20 May, the ANC issued its latest “call to the people’:
‘From Ungovernability to People’s Power’. In particular, the ANC statement called for a
general strike on 16 June 1986. To counter it, Pretoria re-introduced the State of Emergency
(lifted the previous March) throughout the country. As Chris Hani explained, the regime
managed to beat off the visible part of the lame of resistance, to weaken the emotional
effect of events in South Africa on the international public, especially in the West. Prevented
from mobilising resistance through mass rallies, the democratic forces had to concentrate
on organisational activity in virtual underground conditions, mostly at the grassroots level.
This created new problems for the regime: while the national leaders were well known and
could easily be detained, the security forces, who had lost almost all their informants in the
black community, were unable to cope with the lower echelons of resistance. The lame,
extinguished on the surface, was in fact spreading more widely beneath it.

It is worth recalling how Chris Hani in 1986 envisaged the future of South Africa. My
notes reveal that he thought the next government would be an ANC government or, rather,
a government formed by the ANC, with some places in it allotted to organisations and
individuals not connected with the ANC, including representatives of the white population.
In his opinion, the main subject of future talks with the government would be the convening
of a Constitutional Assembly. But at that time the ANC had not accumulated enough strength
to force the government to start genuine talks. A meeting between the ANC and a group of
National Party MPs was expected, despite its having been banned by P.W. Botha. The ANC
would then explain in more detail its social economic policy.

After the meeting in the Kremlin between Tambo and Gorbachev, the oficial press
release, agreed by both sides, declared that a political settlement in southern Africa could be
achieved. It would need to be based on three major conditions: an end to Pretoria’s acts of
aggression against independent African states; the granting of independence to Namibia in
accordance with UN resolutions; and the removal of the apartheid regime in South Africa as
‘the primary cause of the conlict situation in the region.

In January 1987, an ANC delegation led by Johnny Makatini, head of the International
Department, visited Moscow to participate in the commemoration of the ANC’s 75th
anniversary. In his discussions in Moscow, Makatini indicated that while the USA and UK
had become ‘resigned to the reality’ with regards to the ANC, he was convinced they had a
‘hidden agenda’. This was to promote the ‘Natal option’ — Buthelezi —and to support the so-
called Genscher initiative to convene a conference on South Africa of the Lancaster House
type.

During Makatini’s visit, the forthcoming opening of the ANC mission to the USSR
was oficially announced. This matter had been extensively discussed during Oliver Tambo’s
visit in November 1986. Philip Nel writes in his book on Soviet-South African relations: “The
clearest indication of the traditional Soviet uncertainty about the true potential of the ANC is
to be found in the fact that the USSR only allowed the ANC to open an ofice in Moscow in
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1986 ...Why did the USSR wait for so long? The obvious explanation is that the USSR was
deinitely sceptical about ANC claims that were not always a relection of the real state of
affairs. However, what was ‘obvious’ to a South African *Sovietologist’ was not obvious to
the Soviets themselves.

The ANC leadership, and Tambo in particular, were cautious about a Moscow ofice,
even after an informal ANC ofice was opened in Washington and the logical move would
have been to have one in Moscow to balance the equation. Though Tambo always publicly
acknowledged the role of the Soviet Union in support of the South African liberation struggle,
at the same time he was concerned about the accusation that the ANC was a Soviet proxy. That
was particularly the case because of his assumption that the ofice would be 1nanced by the
Soviet government. In the event, when the ANC mission was 1nally opened, it was 1nanced
through the Soviet Afro-Asian Solidarity Committee by the non-governmental Soviet Peace
Fund.

Yearsearlier, ANC representatives had informally raised the question of Anthony Mongalo,
ANC representative in the GDR, being given representative status in Moscow as well. But this
idea seemed strange to the Soviets. They were also unhappy when Alfred Nzo requested
in January 1985 that Moscow accept an ANC representative with the limited function of
maintaining contacts with South African students and relevant Soviet organisations. It was
acknowledged that the handling of ANC students’ affairs was not an easy task: in 1986, they
were scattered in 14 cities in different parts of the vast country. However, it was felt that so
limited an ofice would not only be detrimental to the ANC’s prestige, but could also cause
confusion about Soviet attitudes to the ANC. If the ofice was to be established, it would have
to be a fully ledged operation. Probably encouraged by the positive processes in the USSR in
1985-6 and by the more assertive stance of the ANC in the international arena, Tambo 1nally
made an oficial request for an ANC mission to be opened in Moscow.

From the very beginning the mission enjoyed all diplomatic privileges, even though it
was accredited to an NGO, the Soviet Afro-Asian Solidarity Committee. They included, for
example, diplomatic immunity as well as the right to hoist the ANC lag on the premises and
use it on the oficial car.

Unfortunately the ANC delayed the opening of the mission and in fact never used it to
its fullest extent. Though originally two people with diplomatic status were to staff the mission
(in addition to several Soviet employees), the head of mission was helped by a deputy for
only a small part of the three years of his stay in the Soviet Union.

Steve Tshwete, who was a guest of the Soviet Afro-Asian Solidarity Committee in
May 1987, wrote in his report: ‘The whole trip — from the beginning to the end — was
one grand experience with the Soviet people whose depth of commitment to our struggle is
immeasurable’. At the same time, he shared the Soviets’ concern about an ANC ofice: “The
Soviet Solidarity Committee and other comrades | have met harped on the urgency of an
ANC ofice in the Soviet Union’. After his arrival in Moscow in mid-November, the head of
the mission, Sipho Makana, wrote to Alfred Nzo: “Yesterday | was at the ofice of the Soviet
Afro-Asian Solidarity Committee... This [opening of the mission] seems to be a more serious
affair than we have thought’.

Relations in the military 1eld were also being strengthened at this time. From 1986,
there was an increased number of ANC members coming for all kinds of training, including
Military Combat Work —a highly specialised course for organisers of the armed underground.
The letters MCW became very popular in MK and the ANC. A decision was taken in 1986
that an annual intake of 60 people should come for training in MCW and related subjects
over a 1ve-year period, to 1990. In fact, the intake was greater than was planned for.
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In 1986, even before the Gorbachev-Tambo meeting, the irst group of ANC members
arrived for a full course for motorised infantry oficers in Simferopol. Starting from 1987, full-
course training (four to 1ve years) was organised for the ANC in several 1elds in various Soviet
cities: helicopter and later jet pilots, as well as aircraft engineers, in Frunze; naval oficers in
Baku; communications oficers in Ulyanovsk; and political oficers in Minsk. (By way of
comparison, an oficer’s training course in the South African Defence Force lasted between
six and twelve months.) Joe Modise had raised this issue earlier, but the usual rule in the
Soviet Army was to train foreign personnel for the type of arms and equipment to be supplied.
However, after Tambo’s meeting with Gorbachev, an exemption was made for the ANC: the
need to train an oficers’ corps for the future armed forces of a democratic South Africa
became obvious, and we managed to persuade the Ministry of Defence to agree to this.

One more problem was discussed in Moscow during Tambo’s visit: the need for the
re-organisation of the ANC’s security apparatus. By that time, the top ANC leadership and
especially Tambo himself were worried that the security department could spin out of control
(or indeed might already have done so). As has been seen, the situation in this 1eld was
critically assessed at the Kabwe Conference.

Inrecent years, much has been said about the incidence of malpractice committed by ANC
security personnel, especially in Camp 32, or Quatro camp, in Angola. As an organisation,
the ANC accepted collective responsibility for this. The conditions of underground struggle
and the need to counter the enemy’s penetration of ANC ranks created, if not a spy mania,
at least a culture of suspicion. One of the ANC papers on security declared: ‘Our guiding
principle must be that «every new individual is ‘suspect’ until proved innocent». In another
document, the use of force during interrogation was rejected, but for practical and not for
ethical reasons: ‘Force — poor technique as it may evict /sic/ false information.” However, that
paper was simply a summary of a US manual on the subject.

The ANC was often lenient in the punishment of offenders in its ranks. For example, |
heard that Ellis’s ‘co-author’, who camoullaged himself as “Sechaba’, was alleged to have
been involved in 1nancial irregularities involving thousands of Zimbabwean dollars. He was
investigated and disciplined by being sent to a farm in Angola. He was allowed not only to
appeal but also to go to Zimbabwe to collect his belongings. Instead, he sought refuge in the
Canadian High Commission in Harare, later inding his way to the USA, following in the steps
of Lennox Sebe’s niece, Kave (as mentioned earlier).

Some ‘experts’ are fond of making the SACP a “scapegoat’ in these cases. In this respect
Ellis and “‘Sechaba’ are in the forefront. They admit that ‘the rank and ile of Umkhonto
weSizwe, including the mutineers [of 1984J, generally commended the Party’, but claim
they did not know that the ANC security department ‘was a Party 1efdom’.

It is not for me to judge when this or that action of ANC security was justiied: the whole
truth may come out only if and when the archives of Pretoria’s security services are opened
for inspection (that is, provided the secrets have not been shredded). Bui the documents
which are already available show that the SACP (like the USSR for that matter) was actively
concerned to prevent abuses.

On 29 November 1982, immediately following Moses Mabhida’s return from Moscow,
the SACP Central Committee Secretariat discussed at its meeting in Maputo ‘the question of
the method of interrogation in the MK’. Information (or at least rumour) of unacceptable
methods of interrogation in the ANC had reached Moscow, and we raised the matter with
him. Both then and later we reminded SACP and ANC leaders and activists of the tragedy
of the Soviet Union, when some of its best people were lost during Stalin’s days because of
a spy mania. At the next meeting of the SACP Secretariat it was decided: ‘The question of
interrogation in our camps to be further looked into.” The matter was referred to the SACP
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Politburo, which took a decision: ‘Luanda delegation to discuss this question further with
selected comrades’.

During his visit to Moscow in November 1986, Oliver Tambo, in the presence of Joe
Modise and Chris Hani, repeated a request forwarded earlier for a Soviet security expert to be
sent to the ANC in Angola. For one reason or another, the Soviets declined to respond. I still
believe that was a mistake, because such an expert could have exerted a positive inluence
on the practices of the ANC. Ronnie Kasrils writes in his book: ‘Whatever might be thought
about interrogation methods in communist countries, | found that Soviet and East German
training emphasised the need to depend on brain work and not beating to arrive at the truth.’
For a number of years, ANC security personnel were trained mostly in the GDR. If any blame
is to be laid at the feet of their instructors, it is perhaps that they were not suficiently insistent
that ANC cadres should never use methods typically used by the South African regime and
(unfortunately) by some independent African countries as well.

It was no accident that Tambo requested new personnel to be trained in the security
1eld at the precise time when changes in the NAT (the ANC’s Department of Intelligence
and Security) became imperative and he was keen to rid the organisation of the blunders
and abuses of the past. Soon after Tambo’s visit to Moscow in February 1987, the National
Executive Committee 1nally decided to reorganise the ANC security service: “The present
Directorate of NAT will be dissolved, effective as from the date the Presidential Committee
formally announce it.” That announcement was to be made on 20 February. The top oficials
of the department were informed that they would all (with the exception of Sizakele Sigxashe)
be transferred to other missions. In particular, Piliso, who headed the department after Makana,
became head of the Department of Manpower Development.

Almost simultaneously, in January, Tambo announced an amnesty for ‘those who were
expelled and have now recognised their errors and wish to return to the ield’. A reduction in
the term of sentence or, in some cases, a reprieve was recommended ‘for prisoners and other
detainees’.

The most amusing of the claims made by Ellis and ‘Sechaba’ is that in September 1987
the Angolan government offensive against the SADF-backed UNITA was ‘supervised in part
by a Soviet General Konstantin Shaganovitch’. In the irst place, the term ‘supervised’ does
not correctly express the role of Soviet military advisers and specialists in Angola, but, leaving
that aside, the fact is that in the early 1980s there was a Soviet General in Angola whose name
was Vassily Shaklinovich, who was a Chief Military Adviser. Moreover, Soviet documents
captured by South Africans during their invasion of Angola and published as an addendum
to the Denton Report in Washington did contain a reference to ‘Chief Military Adviser in
the People’s Republic of Angola Lieutenant-General V.Shaklinovich’, dated April 1980. The
General left Angola for the USSR the same year and died shortly thereafter in Moscow. The
obituary was duly published in the Soviet oficial military newspaper Krasnaya Zvezda (Red
Star), but apparently neither SADF personnel nor their friends read it. One of Shakhnovich’s
successors was Colonel-General Konstantin Kurochkin. So it seems that Ellis managed to
merge someone dead with someone alive. Kurochkin himself left Luanda in 1985, though he
later visited Angola several times ‘on an invitation of the President’. So, if Comrades against
Apartheid is fact, what is 1ction?

But Ellis was not alone. Fred Bridgland, a leading British journalist, used ‘General
Shaganovitch’s offensive’ as the title for a section of his book describing military actions in
Angola. The non-existent Konstantin Shaganovitch, according to Bridgland, was ‘a known
chemical warfare expert’, and this is used to substantiate the claim that the Angolan Brigade
that faced the SADF had ‘chemical weapons in its armoury’. The same author invented one
more Soviet, namely Shaganovitch’s subordinate ‘Mikhail Petrov, irst deputy on the Soviet
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Politburo in charge of counter-insurgency policy’. There was no such post, and in any case
nobody in the Politburo would have been speciically in charge ‘of counter-insurgency policy’.
Perhaps Bridgland meant Marshal Vassily Petrov, Commander-in-Chief of the Soviet Ground
Forces and later the First Deputy Defence Minister. If so, Petrov was irst and foremost in
charge of regular warfare, and could by no stretch of the imagination be described as junior
to ‘Shaganovitch’.

Chris Louw, prefacing his interview with Ellis, wrote: African National Congress leaders
in exile more than once found that next day after a secret meeting the editors at Africa
Confidential were fully informed of what had been discussed behind closed doors. Louw does
not indicate a source for this intimate knowledge of the mood of the ANC leaders, but in any
case the reality was quite different.

Ellis had become editor of Africa Confidential in August 1986. The level of the journal’s
‘knowledge’ from then on is relected in an article on the ANC, published on 10 December
of the same year. It contained distorted information on virtually every member of the ANC
Executive Committee. Alfred Nzo was wrongly described as “a recipient of the Lenin Peace
Prize’; Pallo Jordan became an ‘SACP member’; Joe Nhlanhla was ‘currently Chairman of
the ANC Youth League’ (which had been defunct for over 25 years) and ‘one of the 1976
generation’ (despite having left South Africa in the mid-1960s). Josiah Jele’s irst name was
‘unknown’to Africa Confidential despite his involvement for over 15 years in the international
activities of the ANC. Africa Confidential also referred to him as ‘apparently SACP Secretary
General’,» although Joe Slovo had just been elected General Secretary at a meeting of the
SACP Central Committee in Bulgaria in November-December 1986. His post of National
Chairman was allocated to Party veteran Dan Tloome. At the written request of the SACP,
Slovo was relieved of his duties as Chief of Staff of MK in February 1987 by the ANC
National Executive Committee, so that he could *devote more time to his responsibilities as
General Secretary of the SACP’.

The ‘conidential’ nonsense about the ANC spread by Africa Confidential was part of
a broader campaign orchestrated against the ANC. The Problems of Communism magazine,
put out in Washington by the US Information Agency, published an article by another
‘expert’, M Radii, already mentioned previously. Apparently Radu was highly regarded by
the US establishment, because the agency reprinted and widely distributed his article. In it he
described Chris Hani as ‘a veteran of the Soweto riots’, and Nelson Mandela as the ‘de jure
President’ of the ANC from the 1960s».

In spite of the propaganda onslaught and Pretoria’s pressure, the position of the ANC in
Africa was improving. In discussions with the Soviets, leaders of the Front Line States were
demonstrating their increased sympathy for the ANC and showing a greater commitment
to help it. When Robert Mugabe was in Moscow in June 1987, he conidentially informed
Gorbachev that Zimbabwe had started facilitating MK crossings into South Africa. The
Tanzanians, too, again opened some military facilities for the ANC. They also helped transport
ANC cadres to some forward areas via lights from Dar es Salaam which avoided Mozambican
territory.

The ANC was slowly and cautiously increasing its presence in Mozambique. While the
quota often was oficially maintained, by mid-1986 about a hundred activists were based in
Mozambique. Before his death Samora Machel suggested that, in the event of problems,
the ANC representative should make direct contact with the Central Committee of Frelimo,
effectively sidestepping the Ministry of Security’. However, the Mozambican position
remained unstable and unpredictable. In December 1986, the new Mozambican President
Joachim Chissano met Oliver Tambo. Although the discussions with Chissano were friendly,
the Mozambicans suddenly informed the ANC that Pretoria had demanded the deportation of
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most of the ANC ofice staff in Maputo, including Jacob Zuma, Indres Naidoo, Sue Rabkin
and Bobby Pillay (Sonny Singh).

A dramatic improvement in Beijing’s attitude to the ANC and SACP was apparent in the
mid-1980s. A Chinese delegation visited Zambia in November 1985 and agreed to supply the
ANC with uniforms and small arms, and offered to train its cadres in China. The Chinese
met Joe Slovo in his capacity as the SACP Chairman and invited him to China, having
expressed regret that for 20 years there had been no contact between Beijing and the SACP.
In September 1986, Slovo headed an SACP delegation to China and relations were restored.
At Slovo’s request on the eve of the visit, a specialist on China from the CPSU International
Department came to Lusaka to brief the SACP group.

Meanwhile, the relationship between the USSR and die ANC was continuing to develop
in a number of ways. Apart from general political delegations, several specialist delegations
were received; for example, there was one on education. In March 1987, an important seminar
of social scientists took place in Moscow. Among its participants were the ANC Executive
members Dr Pallo Jordan and Sipho Makana, and several prominent South African researchers,
including Dr Ivy Matsepe-Casaburri, now South African Minister of Communications.

The ANC received assistance in improving communications between its units in different
areas, a need long recognised by Soviet specialists. On one occasion, when an ANC delegation
was in Moscow, the Soviet military organised a communications demonstration in one of the
ANC special lats to illustrate the need for the ANC to request more sophisticated equipment.
“This is the 1rst time’, Slovo whispered to me, ‘that I’ve heard of people begging others
to request goods from them for free’. The formal request duly followed and the ANC was
supplied with a multitude of radio installations, from truck-mounted equipment for reliable
long-distance communication between, say, Luanda and Lusaka, to sophisticated portables
for use in the underground. Special equipment to ensure the safety of communications was
also provided. Jackie Molefe, the ANC head of Communications (Jackie Sedibe, later Major-
General in the SANDF) and her deputy spent several weeks in Moscow for consultations
relating to this project.

Various other visitors continued to come to Moscow, such as an ANC activist whose
passport name was Peterson, who arrived on 24 June 1986 for medical treatment. This was
none other than Gordon Webster. He had been arrested and wounded while carrying out an
ANC operation, and was in police custody in hospital. In a daring escape, he was “kidnapped’
by his fellow 1ghter, Robert McBride, Webster had two bullets in his body and, though his
condition improved in the Moscow Hospital, doctors remained hesitant about removing the
bullets from his chest. Webster was determined to return to South Africa, which he did, and
he was arrested again.

While these contacts were occurring in 1986 and 1987 and relations between the USSR
and the ANC were being conducted on ever higher levels, reports by foreign academics and
journalists began to appear which suggested a rift between them. The 1rst of these was largely
the consequence of a paper presented by Professor Gleb Starushenko, then Deputy Director of
the Africa Institute, at the Second Soviet-African Conference in June 1986. Speaking strictly
in his personal capacity, Starushenko called for ‘comprehensive guarantees for the white
population’ in South Africa. This private initiative by Starushenko was quite acceptable within
the process of democratisation of both political and academic life then taking place in the
USSR. Some of his proposals were realistic, even though they contradicted the existing
public positions of the ANC. Others were whimsical and uninformed, such as a proposal for
a chamber in a future South African parliament ‘possessing the right of veto, on the basis of
the equal representation of four communities’.

PHGES OF HISTORY OF THE RELATIONS RETWEEN USSR HAND ANC

Starushenko’s paper and an interview subsequently given by another former Deputy
Director of the Africa Institute, Victor Goncharov, provided a feeding frenzy for foreign
‘Sovietologists’. Speculating on whether or not Kremlin leaders approved Starushenko’s
remarks on white minority rights became a fashionable occupation. The Soviet Review,
published by the Institute of Soviet Studies at the University of Stellenbosch, commented in
1987: “Since taking power, Gorbachev has been using academics more and more for foreign
policy purposes, often as vehicles to introduce new ideas (see for instance Starushenko’s and
Goncharov’s ideas about South Africa). In reality, however, neither Gorbachev, nor any other
signiicant political 1gure ‘in the Kremlin’ or beyond its walls, either knew about or was
interested in “Starushenko’s and Goncharov’s ideas’.

The Soviet Union’s open support of the ANC, including armed struggle, was again
underlined at a very high level in November 1987 when Andrey Gromyko, the Soviet Head
of State, presented the Order of People’s Friendship award to Oliver Tambo in a ceremony in
the Kremlin. We felt that it would be a proper occasion to restate the Soviet position on the
ANC, and the armed struggle in particular, and drafted Gromyko’s speech accordingly.

Following the third Gorbachev-Reagan summit in Washington in December 1987,
the CPSU Central Committee sent a conidential letter to the ANC and other friendly
organisations which assured them: “While discussing the problems of regional conlicts and
other issues with Americans we have stressed the point that our aspiration for a dialogue with
the US by no means should be construed in such a way that we give up the solidarity with the
liberation struggle of peoples or ignore the interests of the developing countries. Never and
under no circumstances shall we deviate from the course of supporting the right of nations for
independent development, never shall we go for any accord with Americans at the expense of
or to prejudice the peoples of developing countries. For us solidarity with those who struggle
for national liberation, against imperialism and neocolonialism, remains a permanent factor
which is not inluenced by the temporary changes’.

The Soviet position with regard to a political settlement in South Africa was elaborated
by Gorbachev in a speech at a dinner in honour of Joachim Chissano in August 1987.
Gorbachev’s words led to some speculation that he was announcing a departure in policy,
but this was not the case. He said inter alia that “we don’t believe in the thesis «the worse the
better». There is no doubt that the elimination of racist rule by means of a political settlement
is in the interests of all the people in South Africa, black and white. We should seek and 1nd
the ways which lead to such a settlement. It is time for Pretoria to understand that too. We
are in need of new ideas, a new approach and collective efforts’.

Some South African and Soviet academics latched on to this supposed departure from
previous policy, which they alleged followed the principle ‘the worse the better’. VIadimir
Tikhomirov, then from the Africa Institute, commented later that of i cials of the International
Department had not been consulted and that “the new shift in Soviet policy towards Southern
Africa came quite unexpectedly for both the CPSU bureaucrats and the ANC-SACP leaders’.
However, there was no need for ‘CPSU bureaucrats’ to be consulted, because the International
Department was in fact a coauthor of Gorbachev’s text. When the irst draft came from
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, various changes, modiications, deletions and additions were
made in the usual way. Nevertheless Gorbachev’s key phrase — ‘We don’t believe in the thesis
the worse the better’ — did indeed come from the Foreign Ministry. Its origin, however, lay
further aneld, in the Soviet Academy of Sciences. Its author was Professor Apollon Davidson,
mentioned previously.

As for its being a surprise to ‘the ANC-SACP leaders’, the truth was quite the opposite.
The “closed door’ multilateral consultations involving the ANC, Cuba and the Soviet Union
which had been mooted earlier 1nally took place in Moscow in September 1987, and proved
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again that there was a commonality of vision on all major issues, including the approach to
political settlement. Tambo had expressed the need for these tripartite talks soon after his
meeting with George Shultz in January 1987. The ANC President had come away from that
meeting satisied by the US administration’s formal recognition of the ANC, but he was
worried that the USA wished to be the only mediator in future talks.

The ANC delegation to the Moscow meeting included all the senior of i ce-bearers of the
organisation. The approach to political settlement was one of the major subjects discussed.
Tambo and his colleagues described in particular the offers of various parties to be mediators
or intermediaries between the ANC and Pretoria.

The “talks about talks’ process was far from smooth. When the question of the exchange
of prisoners was discussed at the ANC Working Committee in March 1987, for example,
Johnny Makadni and Pallo Jordan suggested that Hendrik W van der Merwe be used to
sound out Pretoria’s position, but proposed that this be followed up by a neutral government.
‘Botha repudiated Van der Merwe last time. He could do likewise on this occasion,” Jordan
commented.

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POLICY OF M.GORBACHEV-E.SHEVARDNADZE IN SOUTH AFRICA (1987-1991)
Vasili Solodovnikov'

The author’s correspondence with E.A.Shevardnadze, the Minister of Foreign Affairs
of the USSR, member of the Political Bureau of the Central Committee of the CPSU

The «perestroika» initiated by M.Gorbachev has led, in the long run, not only to the
demolition of the Soviet Union and deep crisis in Russia but also to the weakening of external
political positions of our country, the same applying to Africa. As is known, relations between
the USSR and African countries in the 70s-80s were developing in the line of ascent and,
contrary to the concept of their burdensome character for the Soviet Union that was wide-
spread in the years of «perestroika», were in reality mutually advantageous.

Quite prospective for both political and potential economic interests of the USSR were
interactions with a group of countries in Southern Africa to the decolonisation of which the
USSR contributed appreciably. However, contacts with that region could assume genuinely
broad development only after dismantlement of apartheid in South Africa.

The policy of the USSR guided by principle enjoyed wide support not only inside South
Africa but also in the whole world and also among the democratic public of the Western
countries which had anti-apartheid movements and committees.

Realistic prospects appeared by the end of the 80s for a political settlement in Southern
Africa which had already led to the independence of Namibia and commencement of
negotiations between the Government and the democratic forces of South Africa spearheaded
by ANC.

That was precisely the time when the USSR leadership and then, more vividly, the
leadership of Russia made a turn about on its South African policy.

The question which is to be answered by Russian historians, including specialists in
African studies, is as follows: why did the Gorbachev-Shevardnadze-Yakovlev group who
determined at the end of the 80s the external political strategy of the USSR diverge from
the long-term line-aimed at political support of ANC and South African Communist Party
(SACP) and head for phasing out of relations with ANC and started to develop the relations
with the government of the minority?

All that happened when the USA, starting from 1987, began to toughen sanctions against
South Africa and establish contacts with ANC, when it became evident that the days of the
racist regime were numbered and N.Mandela would be the head of the future South Africa.
Where should one seek an answer: in Moscow or in Washington?

Y Vasili Grigorievich Solodovnikov — member of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of USSR in Zambia (1976-1981), Director of the Institute of African Studies
of USSR (1964-1976).
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I have formed my own point of view on the turn in the Gorbachev-Shevardnadze policy
in regard to ANC and its allies.

The 1rst contacts between the Soviet and South African diplomats where, among other
things, bilateral relations between the USSR and South Africa were discussed, appeared
within, the framework of the multilateral group on Angola-Namibia settlement. The Soviet
and the world public opinion learnt about those meetings, as a rule, from the Western mass
media.

Deliberate leakage of information about those closed door contacts originated always
from the South African side. For them such leakage was advantageous since it allowed to
impose one’s own interpretation of those meetings, which aroused concern on the part of the
ANC leaders as for the USSR intentions to further abide by the policy of supporting ANC
and its allies in their struggle against the apartheid regime.

A speciic feature of the Soviet Union’s foreign policy system prior to the «perestroika»
period was that the most active part in working out and realisation of the foreign policy,
apart from the ministries and departments was played by the International Department of the
CPSU Central Committee exercising a fairly effective co-ordination of those activities as
well as the system of public organisations of various «specialisations.

One among them was the Soviet Afro-Asian Solidarity Committee (SAASC) formed
in 1959 which, on behalf of the Soviet public dealt with matters of support rendered to the
national-liberation struggle of peoples of those two continents.

SAASC was very actively co-operating with the liberation movements of Southern Africa
and, in particular, with MPLA (Angola), FRELIMO (Mozambique), ZAPU (Zimbabwe),
SWAPO (Namibia), ANC (South Africa). From the end of the 70s, as the struggle against
the apartheid regime in South Africa was drastically intensifying, SAASC was ever more
active in supporting the struggle and, naturally, accumulated good experience of work in
the region. Dealing with South African issues throughout the years were such specialists in
problems of the region on the staff of SAASC as A.A.Makarov, V.G.Shubin, E.A.Samoilov,
V.N.Tetekin.

When the Gorbachev-Shevardnadze-Yakovlev group came to power the perfected
system of interaction of the USSR and the national liberation movement was gradually being
destroyed.

The leaders, active members and the staff of SAASC, having substantial understanding
of problems in Southern Africa, were in perplexity with «new approaches». Which ended
up in negotiations behind the scenes with representatives of the apartheid regime without
consultations with ANC and were contradicting the clearly shaped tendencies of struggle in
the South of Africa being contrary to the national interests of the USSR.

We objected not against discussions by diplomats of the USSR and South Africa of
the bilateral relations. Moreover, we also considered such discussions as useful since they
allowed to explain to South Africans who stayed in captivity of rigid anti-communist and
anti-Soviet stereotypes the genuine position of the USSR. And it consisted not in that of
winning over South Africa, as was written in the Western and South African newspapers,
and to put it in complete dependence on the USSR, but in rendering assistance to democratic
forces of South Africa in liquidation of the apartheid system condemned by the whole
mankind represented by the United Nations and in contributing to the creation of the uniform
democratic non-racial South Africa.

If that was the point of discussions, then why it became necessary to attribute to them
the conidential character. Apparently, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Which by then was
headed by E.Shevardnadze, had grounds to conceal the character and aims of meetings with
representatives of the South African Government. Both people in ANC and we at SAASC
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had an impression that the Soviet leadership was making preparations to expand co-operation
with the apartheid regime at the expense of weakening our traditional ties with ANC and
their allies.

In most cases those conidential meetings were associated with the name of
A.L.Adamishin, the then deputy minister of foreign affairs of the USSR. It goes without saying
that A.Adamishin could conduct such meetings only with the consent of E.Shevardnadze
and M.Gorbachev.

While implementing in practice the course proposed by M.Gorbachev aimed at lessening
the interference of the party in the affairs of state bodies, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
(MFA) started working out its own line concerning Southern Africa, irst barely noticeable
and then more visibly deviating from the traditional policy of the USSR in that region.

The essence of that line was in the old-standing but well concealed internal contradiction
between the so called «Komintern» line followed by the International Department of
the Central Committee of the CPSU and the so called «pragmatic» line of the MFA. The
difference in those approaches for some time had little inluence on the practical issues due
to distinctive domination of the CC of the CPSU in matters of determining external political
strategies of the country. All party, Soviet and public institutions such as the International
Department of the CC of CPSU, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Defence,
KGB, SAASC, the Institute for African Studies of the USSR Academy of Sciences and
others conducted in respect of South Africa a uniform, co-ordinated policy determined by
the CPSU Central Committee.

However, with the appearance in the MFA of E.Shevardnadze who had been given
virtually «carte blanche» by Gorbachev for determining the course to follow in external
policy, the MFA started energetically to get rid of the «patronage» of the CC of CPSU.
However, as for South Africa there cropped up two problems:

1. The MFA had never dealt seriously with the national liberation movements because
due to a peculiar «division of labour» within the Soviet external political system such activities
were in the competence of the International Department of the CC of CPSU and public
organisations such as SAASC actively co-operating with it. Practical matters of support of
military struggle were dealt with by the Ministry of Defence. Naturally, the MFA were also
engaged, especially in the support of liberation movements within the United Nations. The
work with ANC and other movements was carried out largely through the USSR embassies.
But for the MFA, being responsible mostly for inter-governmental relations, relations with
national liberation movements were secondary in importance. For the MFA the work with
national liberation movements was, one can say, even burdensome as it complicated relations
with Western countries, especially the USA.

2. Given the speciic position of the MFA as a body intended mainly for inter-
governmental relations, its assuming an active role regarding South Africa meant that its
natural interlocutor became the government of South Africa and not ANC (though it was
consulted with at the beginning).

There was a certain sense in that approach. However, the shift of accents was too abrupt
and devoid of satisfactory explanations to ANC, Soviet and foreign public of reasons for
such a change. That gave room for interpreting actions undertaken by the MFA as a deviation
from the principle line of the USSR directed at support of national liberation struggle of
African peoples against colonialism and racist regimes. That was also facilitated by the fact
that starting from the 90s Gorbacheyv, his like-minded persons in the Political Bureau of the
CC of CPSU such as Yakovlev, Shevardnadze, Medvedev and their closest encirclement
started conducting the so called policy of «new thinking» which in essence was capitulatory
policy, a voluntary surrender to the West of our positions in the «Third World».
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The culmination of the «new approach» of the Gorbachev-Shevardnadze group towards
South Africa was in an evasive position of Gorbachev with regard to the reception in the
USSR of the ANC leader N.Mandela who after release from prison in February 1990 had
a triumphal reception in the USA, the countries of Western Europe and the «Third World>.
N.Mandela made a signiicant political gesture when he had declared that the 1rst country
outside Africa that he wanted to visit would be USSR. Gorbachev and his entourage, being
preoccupied with the search of «human values» and Western credits, failed to size up that
signal. The visit by N.Mandela was postponed several times and, strange as it is, has not
taken place till now. Consequences of that Gorbachev’s policy are still in effect.

Reorientation of a part of the political and state leadership of the USSR towards the
dialogue with the apartheid regime and slackening of co-operation with ANC and its major
ally the SACP was comprehended by the Soviet public and scholars dealing with African
studies not in the same way.

A number of scholars, public 1gures and journalists spoke in support of a new approach
for the leadership of the MFA of USSR to be taken on South Africa, While another part of
public Figures and scientists stood for continuation of many years standing Soviet policy
oriented at close co-operation with ANC being a realistic force capable to enforce liquidation
of apartheid in South Africa and create there a non-racial society.

Such state of things was to a large extent determined not as much by the changed
understanding of the essence of developments in Southern Africa as by the changed internal
political situation in the USSR. At the end of the 80s it became a fashion among considerable
part of the Moscow foreign policy elite to raise doubts or even to declare without grounds the
basic principles of the Soviet foreign policy as erroneous.

One can claim that the organisational and ideological center of «internal dissidents»
being opponents to the policy of Gorbachev and Shevardnadze on South Africa in those
years were the African Commission and the African. Department of SAASC which enjoyed
support on the part of members of the staff of the International Department of the CC of
CPSU.

Incontradiction to the policy of the Gorbachev-Shevardnadze group directed at curtailing
contacts with ANC and SACP they continued to actively interact with those organisations,
hold joint seminars, make political declarations in their support, exert pressure on the MFA
urging it to continue the co-operation with ANC and its allies.

It would be erroneous to assert that SAASC did not take into consideration the changes
occurring in the world and in South Africa in particular. It was the Solidarity Committee that
as from 1987 became a pioneer in establishment of regular political contacts with liberal
representatives of the white community of South Africa who were seeking contacts with
internal and international antiapartheid forces.

The 1rst South African white who was a member of neither ANC or SACP and whom
I met in 1987 at the Solidarity Committee in Moscow was the renowned South African
writer Andre Brink. That meeting with a white opponent of apartheid and racism impressed
me very deeply. It allowed me to be convinced once again that far from all whites in South
Africa support apartheid.

A great role in the development of contacts between the Soviet public and the white
opponents of apartheid was played by the leaders of the Institute of Democratic Alternative
for South Africa Alex Borein and Frederick Van Zyl Slabbert. But all those contacts and
links between SAASC and white liberals took place upon consultations with ANC. There
was not a single case where ANC would object to our contacts with the white South African
liberals, opponents of apartheid.
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Our new approaches do not quite match the real situation inside South Africa,
the present balance of social and political forces. The gist of the conlict in the
country is in the struggle for political power between the predominant majority
of the population (the blacks) and a part of the white minority who intend to
preserve apartheid in such or another form, which shall inevitably compel us to
make the choice of on whose side we are.

Failure of several variants of «reforms» conirms that the strategic initiative is
in the hands of ANC and the mass democratic movement which enjoy the support
of a part of the white community (more than 20%). As for the government, there
have so far been changes only in the type of propaganda coverage. One cannot
see any serious signs of the government’s intentions to remove the profound
reasons causing a crisis in the country: national oppression and social injustice.
For the time being the maximum of what the government is prepared to give is
still too far from the minimum of what the blacks will agree for. I am getting
more and more convinced that the popular masses seek not a «rapid» solution
but fundamental transformations although it may cost more time and victims.

Repressions are rampant inside the country, Crisis of lawfulness of the
government is becoming deeper and it does not re lect the opinion of predominant
majority of the citizens of the country. The government is gradually losing real
power which is being shifted to the Council of National Security, i.e. to the hands
of the military. The question appears whether we are interested in short-term,
tactical (most likely illusive) successes with regard to the military and political
grouping which at present is in control of the country, or in our national interests
(on the long-term, strategical basis) to have good relations with the government
of South Africa being shaped now?

It would be precarious to neglect also a negative reaction to our new
approaches on the part of such inluential of both the Third World countries (the
Non-Alignment movement in particular) and the public anti-apartheid movement
which has acquired genuinely global character and became an inluential force
in the West, especially in the USA and Britain. Does it justify under such
circumstances a possibility, being yet theoretical, to exert inluence through
diplomatic means on the government of South Africa for those concrete moral
and diplomatic losses which we encounter in reality due to contacts maintained
with Pretoria by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the USSR which are possibly
going to be developed?

Whiledeclaringthe primacy of general humanvalues (where the dismantlement
of apartheid has become of the recognized tasks of the whole mankind), we, at
the same time, make moves weakening the most effective means approved by
the world community, viz. isolation of the apartheid regime. It looks that such an
approach does not contribute to popularity of the «new political thinking», and
what is more, regretfully, it will provide prerequisites for its discredit.

Inmy opinion we must be realistic about the possibility of settlement in South
Africa and also in Mozambique on multilateral basis and with participation of
South Africa, USA and Britain. Each of those potential participants shall pursue
their own ends which are diametrically opposite to ours: South Africa at present
is playing the «Soviet card» both against the USA exerting of recent pressure on
it and against the democratic movement inside the country. The Americans and
the British are also trying to pull us into various «mechanisms» and trying to
bring its ally out of isolation, to spoil our relations with the Third World, make

us lose our high prestige among millions ofblack South Africans and, 1nally, to
oust us from the region. It is telling that the OAU does not welcome external
diplomatic initiatives on South Africa considering that Pretoria must irst enter
into dialogue with the recognized leaders of the South Africa’s black community.
Hence the question arises whether we make use of the current situation in our
national interests or we are being used in that situation...

The process of political settlement in South Africa is gaining momentum.
It takes the form of numerous contacts of ANC, with various forces, including
the public and political forces of the whites inside South Africa. For this reason,
strange are our continuous appeals to the democratic forces to take the road leading
to a political solution. At the same time removal from our public statements of
the mention about legality and forced character of the military struggle against
apartheid (contrary to the opinion of the world community clearly mentioned
in the resolution of the UN General Assembly N 43/50 of 5.12.88) bring about
additional questions about our policy in Southern Africa.

The major factor of our participation in the processes taking place in South
Africa, as | see it, have been and should remain to be long-term contacts with
ANC and internal democratic forces, including those in the white community.
«New approaches» in the form of regular contacts with the apartheid regime
put at stake our prestige in the region. It depends only on us whether we shall
continue to be participants to the settlement in South Africa.

One can have an impression that such important decisions as a drastic change
of our policy on South Africa continue to be worked out only as a blueprint
of some government oficials structures. That may cause nothing but a pity.
Apparently, the heed of opinions of specialists from research and other scientiiic
organisations who have accumulated substantial experience of work on problems
of South Africa together with the opinion of former ambassador in Africa could
contribute to the development and adoption of scientiically motivated, complex
decisions and also contribute to further successes of the Soviet foreign policy.

And one more thing. It is dificult for me, being a researcher on Africa
not only by profession but also by belief, to understand why our contacts with
African leaders at the highest level have become now more rare than in the years
of stagnation. The Soviet leadership has been conducting a dynamic policy in
relation to the Western countries, maintaining regular contacts with their leaders.
That is necessitated by our national interests such as diminishing confrontation
and the search of ways to disarmament. However, the USSR, being a great power,
cannot in world political affairs, as was rightly stated by M.Gorbachev «to limit
its relations with only one country, important as it is». And to complement these
word, I would add the same concerning relation even with such an importantgroup
of countries as the countries of NATO and Japan. The Third World comprises 3/4
of mankind. That is why | am concerned by the fact that our relations with the
developing countries and liberation movements has become of late less dynamic
and remain just lukewarm which is also relected in our publications.

In the period when the public opinion in developing countries and liberation
movements expresses concern with a turn in foreign policy of the USSR and
about the deiciency of detailed statements at the level of leadership on problems
of the developing countries and liberation struggle. Lack of clarity in this matter
tells adversely on our prestige in the Third World.

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After some time | was informed by E.Shevardnadze’s Secretariat that the minister
charged his deputy A.L.Adamishin with meeting me to discuss the contents of my memo
and proposals contained in it on the policy of the USSR with respect to South Africa.

A.L.Adamishin phoned me and said that he would like to see me and discuss my
proposals. However, my meeting with the deputy minister has never taken place. Then |
understood that the Ministry of Foreign Affairs did not express any interest in positions that
differed from their own.

Of interest could be the following documents in order to evaluate the position of
leadership of the USSR Ministry of Foreign Affairs in relation to South Africa:

FROM THE NOTEPAD OF V.G.SOLODOVNIKOV, DEPUTY CHAIRMAN OF
THE SOVIET AFRO-ASIAN COMMITTEE: DISCUSSION WITH COMRADE
SIPHO S.MAKANA, REPRESENTATIVE OF ANC IN THE USSR

«On April 1, 1989 the representative of ANC in the USSR Com. Makana
and I welcomed at «Sheremetyevo-3» airport the delegation of the Institute of
Democratic Alternative for South Africa headed by Dr. Slabbert.

In a discussion that took place Com. Makana informed about the
following:

1. He received from Lusaka the information that A.L.Adamishin, the Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the USSR in his discussion with President of
Zambia K. Kaunda tried to convince the latter that there are significant changes
taking place in South Africa concerning the black population and the apartheid
system.

ANC, said Com. Sipho, does not consider that substantial changes have
occurred in South Africa. They are of cosmetic order without affecting the
fundamentals of apartheid.

2. Com. Sipho said rumours are being spread in London that the workshop
on the issues of South African settlement that was held in March in the vicinity
of London between scholars of the Institute for African Studies and those from
Britain and also political figures of South Africa without ANC participating shall
be followed up in Moscow».

That discussion convinced me that relations between the USSR Ministry of Foreign
Affairs and the ANC leadership continued to deteriorate.

Having received no answer to my irst address to the Minister and being concerned
that relations between the oficial Moscow and ANC continued to deteriorate, | decided to
remind Shevardnadze that he and Gorbachev conduct a policy on South Africa contradicting
the national interests of the USSR and complicating our relations not only with ANC but
with the whole of Africa.

On December 8, 1989 | sent to E.Shevardnadze a letter and a second analytical note «On
the policy of the USSR concerning South Africa» with concrete proposals about changing
the approach to that country. Also | sent a copy of that note to V.Falin, the head of the
International Department of the CPSU Central Committee.
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On the USSR policy in relation to South Africa

The settlement in Angola and Namibia considerably changes the position
of the USSR in Southern Africa. Dependence of Angola and SWAPO on military
supplies from the USSR is lessened, the Cuban military contingent is being
removed from Angola. Evidently, military assistance to other countries of the
region will be reduced. On the other hand, the countries of Southern Africa
(Angola, Mozambique, Namibia) need credits and new technologies which we
are unable to offer them.

Will the settlement of the South African conflict mean that we shall hence
play the role of a minor power which has completed its historical mission and
now gives others a possibility to make use of the economic and political fruits
of the settlement? Do we have real opportunity to exert influence as before? In
what direction our policy in that region can be developed?

The USSR has in Southern Africa:

- political influence accumulated during decades of the support of liberation
movements and independent countries;

- certain ideological influence owing to the interest of a number of ruling
parties in the ideas of socialism,

- the USSR economic co-operation with the countries of the region is
insignificant though it represents a certain counterweight to the policy of pressure
put by trans-national corporations;

- military co-operation of the USSR with the African countries is phasing out,
although those countries shall continue to need our assistance in strengthening
their defence capabilities.

That, in my understanding, is all we have. We must admit, while being
realistic, that the efficiency of the diplomatic influence not supported by other
methods, primarily the economic ones, shall be low. Therefore, we enter the
next stage of settlement in Southern Africa, the stage of liquidation of apartheid,
having weaker positions than a year ago. It would be only naive to assert that
our Western partners and S.A.R. do not take this into account.

Can we expect us to remain equal participant in the settlement in South
Africa? Is the West interested in co-operating with us on equal footing on
problems of South Africa?

1t is universally recognized that Southern Africa is the region with immense
economic and political potential which causes a special interest to it on the part
of the West including personal attention of the leaders of Western countries.
(Here, too, we are lagging behind the West). It looks that the strategic target of
the West in South Africa is firstly a settlement in the «evolutionary mannery, i.e.
without making fundamental changes in the political system of S.A.R., which are
demanded by ANC and the Mass Democratic Movement (MDM), and secondly,
ousting the USSR from the region. To achieve those aims, the West is guided both
by ideological and economic reasons regarding the struggle against the USSR a
factor of struggle for the economic redivision of the world.

South Africa is already witnessing an active conflict of interest of Britain,
USA, FRG, Japan and Northern nations. Our participation in the affairs of
the region signifies for those countries the appearance of a new competitor.
Apprehension in the West that the USSR and the friendly South Africa shall have
monopoly on the world markets of strategic minerals, including gold, only urge
the West to oust us from the region.
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The accent in the Western policy is laid on destruction of our political
prestige in the region, we are pushed to take steps which can be regarded, or at
least shown, as withdrawal of the USSR from the traditional support of liberation
movements. The West and South Africa do not simply put the «Soviet cardy at
stake. One can deduce from it an attempt to use us for the following purposes:

- breach of international isolation of South Africa;

- wrecking of military struggle and forcing ANC and MDM to sit at the table
of negotiations at the moment when they are not yet ready for that, and, besides,
on Pretoria’s terms;

- discrediting the USSR in order to cast doubts on viability of socialism as
one of ways of development for S.A.R.

Simultaneously, the West attempts to take over the initiative in relations
with ANC and MDM for which big funds are allotted (about 250 million dollars
annually). There are intensive contacts at the political level — President George
Bush during the past months received a group of people from the democratic
movement, including A.Sisulu, the president of UDF who had also had meetings
with F.Mitteran, M.Thatcher and B.Karlson.

We are gradually ceding the initiative to the West. We have few meetings
at the high level with leaders of ANC and MDM. In July ANC had to cancel
the visit to the USSR of the president of the UDF A.Sisulu because the Soviet
party was obviously not ready for such visit. The MDM publications contain a
discussion whether the USSR intends to «betrayy the interests of the interests
of the liberation movement; MDM at quite a high level declares that South
Africans have no intention to accept whichever proposals «only because» they
are originated by M.Thatcher or M.Gorbachev, and that is on the background of
negative attitude of MDM to M.Thatcher.

Such moods get confirmed by a sharply changed tonality in the Soviet press
in the coverage of events in South Africa. The published articles (including those
prepared by the USSR Ministry of Foreign Affairs) where the drafts of «reforms»
proposed by F.de Klerk are assessed positively cause in ANC and MDM at least
a surprise. The Soviet newspapers and magazines offer space for representatives
of the S.A.R. government and publish no comments or balancing articles by the
leaders of ANC.

The views of Soviet scholars, journalists and even officials about the
apartheid regime and its main figures have acquired a more «conservativey
tinge compared to statements of even the allies of S.A.R. in the West. Presently
a «conciliatoryy tint is prevailing in the Soviet press, which is contrary to the
world-wide tendency for «denouncing» coverage of Pretoria’s policy. That is not
left unnoticed in South Africa. Since the USSR Ministry of Foreign Affairs does
not refute such publications, South Africa comes to a conclusion that they do not
contradict the official position.

Appeals for making evolutionary changes in South Africa that have appeared
in our press shall inevitably evoke a negative reaction from ANC, MDM and
South African Communist Party (it increased in its members from 1984 two
times and is becoming an ever more influential political force in South Africa).
The African majority shall find it difficult to understand why «perestroikay in the
USSR is being characterised as a revolutionary process while an evolution is
recommended to South Africans.
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Our differences with ANC so far have not taken the shape of an outward
conflict in virtue of great credit of confidence among black South Africans in
respect of the USSR earned through decades of our support of the national
liberation movement. However, erosion of confidence in the USSR is developing
quite rapidly while criticism of the Soviet policy (open and sharp) comes not
from ANC but from within MDM.

How did ANC take cooling the relations with the USSR?

What is the real scope of our influence upon ANC?

ANC has already come over the most complicated period of its existence.
It has been transformed from the «terroristy to a fairly «respectable» political
force in South Africa, which cannot be ignored even by the West: currently a
meeting of Oliver Tambo and George Bush is being discussed. Material aid
which hitherto had been offered by the USSR now comes on ever growing
scale from Northern and other Western countries. Sweden alone provides ANC
about 8 million dollars annually. The number of students sent by ANC to Soviet
educational establishments has decreased five times during the past four years.

ANC is being offered military aid from various countries, instead it relies
on the long-standing co-operation with the USSR. In case the USSR ceases
to render military assistance to ANC there will be more than enough of those
who would wish to replace the Soviet Union (and possibly the Western secret
services). Military struggle in strategies of ANC is of importance but not decisive.
Key target is a mass political mobilisation of opponents to the regime within
the country. The main political basis of ANC is found inside the country which
makes it less vulnerable against pressure from whichever side, unlike SWAPO,
for example.

ANC enjoys political and diplomatic support from practically all countries
of the Third World. At present ANC has its representations in 43 countries (S.A.R.
has diplomatic relations with 23 countries).

ANC in the past years has come over from considerable military, political
and material dependence on the USSR to a fairly solid independence.

What could the cooling of relations with ANC mean for the USSR?

The problem of dismantling apartheid by its emotional human tension is
at present one of the major world problems alongside with disarmament and
ecology. In the opinion of the world community ANC and MDM stand for the
struggle against apartheid. Noticeable worsening of relations with ANC might
have disastrous consequences to our political prestige not only in Africa. That
would have caused perplexity in the whole world. Paradoxical as it is, that would
have also caused perplexity among part of the South African white community
who see in interaction between ANC and the USSR a real possibility to do away
with apartheid.

Deterioration of relations with one of our strategic allies may lead to
further curtailing of our positions in the region. The Declaration of the OAU
Special Committee on Southern Africa (Harare, August 21) which has formulated
approaches to settlement in South Africa outlines that the sides (meaning the
Government of S.A.R. and the liberation movement) shall determine parameters
for international participation in the settlement. It would be naive to expect that
the Government of S.A.R. should be interested in our participation, if only as a
means of pressure on ANC. Will that be of interest for ANC?

PAGES OF HISTORY OF THE ESTABLISHMENT OF DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS
BETWEEN RUSSIA AND SOUTH AFRICH

The future democratic South Africa shall make it possible to gain a weighty
economic gain after our long standing and costly support of the liberation
struggle. South Africa having a government friendly to the USSR (where ANC,
without doubt, shall be the most important component of any future government),
may become our partner on the world market of gold, diamonds and other metals,
a major solvent importer of products of our machine-building industry in the
case its competitiveness is increased.

Our confrontation with ANC is quite real if we continue to establish all
types of relations with the government of South Africa. ANC shall undoubtedly
continue to defend the hitherto efficient policy of international isolation of South
Africa.

ANC at this stage of the struggle can do without the Soviet aid, although
that will deteriorate its position. A conflict or serious cooling of relations with
ANC may cost a lot for the USSR directly or indirectly.

Contacts of the USSR representatives with the government of South Africa are
of importance since they allow us to get to know the position of that government
and explain our position. The contacts also help to dissolve anti-Soviet moods
in the white community. Such an approach is basically well understood in ANC
and MDM.

However, people in the ANC note that the present level of Soviet contacts
with the Pretoria regime stands for more than just participation in the work
of trilateral commission. While the mechanism of consultations with the South
African government has been well shaped, we have not yet seen such mechanism
of regular consultations with ANC. Our partners become more and more
convinced that the USSR is trying to improve its relations with the South African
government at the expense of ANC. And we cannot but take into consideration
such opinion of the democratic forces of South Africa.

Who is it better to deal with on the long-term basis, with Pretoria or ANC?
The international community has already made its choice in favour of ANC as
it is only clear that the government of South Africa, no matter its military and
political weight, has no historical prospects.

The ruling grouping of South Africa might realise how dangerous is the
situation. The West, in fear of a revolutionary explosion, is actively pushing it
towards such an idea. Big capital has also come to understand the inevitability
of serious changes.

1t would, however, be erroneous to consider that those forces shall bring
the country to profound changes. White farmers, the white working class,
petty bourgeois and the inflated state officials, being the major social basis of
the government, are against the changes considering that it would adversely
affect their living standard which is one of the highest in the world. Under such
circumstances the government holds a shaky position between the recognition of
new political and economic realities and the moods of its social basis opposing
the reforms.

Even a brief analysis of not words but deeds of the government proves the
lack of readiness on the part of the regime to make realistic changes: the state of
emergency has been extended for one more year although the current situation
apparently does not require this; the number of banned organisations has
rocketed to 32, expenses for the army and police have been increased by 22%,
notwithstanding the retreat of South Africa from Angola and Namibia, there is no
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our scientists and, probably, time is ripe to organise another meeting with them
for a comprehensive analysis of potential actions for the nearest and more distant
future.

Reply of the Minister did not satisfy me. He virtually continued to defend the course
taken by the Foreign Minister leadership on co-operation with the apartheid regime and further
withdrawal from interaction with ANC under the pretext of the «absence of our permanent
mission in RSA». Only in that case, in the opinion of Shevardnadze, one can overcome
«dificulties in maintaining stable contacts with participants to the process of settlement in
RSA». That was a very important phrase. It relected the intention of the Foreign Ministry
to raise the level of relations with the government of white minority from irregular contacts
to one or another form of permanent oficial contacts. Cynicism of Mr. Shevardnadze and
his team who then developed the USSR policy on South Africa was in that the preparation
for establishment of oficial relations with the government of RSA was done, contrary to
decisions of the UN, under the pretext of improvement relations... with ANC.

It was natural that before the formal commencement of negotiations between ANC and
the RSA government even the most zealous adherents of the «new thinking» did not dare
to speak openly about establishment of diplomatic relations though in sessions held behind
doors. Those issues were discussed as from 1987.

The question for the time being was to create liaison missions of the USSR at the
Embassy of Austria in RSA and similar mission of RSA at the Embassy of Austria in Moscow;
Even that was already a step forward towards recognition of the RSA government by the
Soviet Union. Our friends did not object to the creation of the USSR liaison mission in RSA
in hope that it would favour restoration of working relations with Moscow. Unfortunately, it
never happened.

I opposed Moscow establishing oficial relations with the racist government |of RSA
before the end of negotiations since that might lead to weakening positions of ANC and their
allies at negotiations with the RSA government and harm our national interests in future
which unfortunately had taken place.

Asisknown, E.Shevardnadze resignedin December 1990 buteven under A.Bessmertnykh
who replaced him the same vicious course in respect of South Africa was continued. | think
that A.Bessmertnykh simply did even take interest in that problem. Everything was as before.
The course proclaimed by M.Gorbachev for deideologisation of inter-state relations meant
in fact a pledge to destroy the relations with strategic allies of the USSR including those
among the national liberation movements. B.D.Panshin who replaced A.Bessmertnykh at
the post of the Minister of Foreign Affairs, in my opinion, was an accidental man on the
diplomatic Olympus.

Having lost any hope for correction of the course of the USSR in South Afica by
sending reports and suggestions to the Foreign Ministry | decided to make public my special
position. This I did in an article entitled «Premature Euphoria. Soviet Interests in South
Africa: what are they?» published on July 27, 1991 in the «Nezavisimaya Gazeta».

The editorial board, probably, in order to avoid reproaches in that it gave the chance to
an opponent of the «new thinking» to speak out, published on the same page an article by
the then member on the staff of the Institute for African Studies T.Krasnopevtseva (presently
residing in the USA) where my position was criticised.

Further events in South Africa proved that those who had stood for continued co-
operation with ANC were only right. In April 1994 at the #rst in South African history
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general elections ANC gained a convincing victory. Nelson Mandela was elected as president
of RSA while the Russian leadership that had been putting stake at the apartheid regime was
back to square one.

Consequences of grave mistakes made by the USSR Foreign Ministry and aggravated
by the Russian Federation Ministry of Foreign Affairs between the end of the 80s and the
mid-90s are being felt till now. Relations between Russia and the new South Africa whose
government comprises almost fully the ANC representatives remain in half-frozen state. The
Western countries are in advance as they in due time normalised their relations with ANC
and their allies. The policy of Gorbachev-Shevardnadze and their heirs oriented at the West
has caused great damage to the national interests of the USSR and then Russia.

We, specialists in African studies, must derive a conclusion out of what had happened:
eficient foreign policy of a country must be based on long-term national interests of the state
and not be subject to political situation. Scholars must shape their conclusion on the basis of
facts and defend them even if they do not coincide with the policy of the government. The
science has a public importance and is prestigious only in the case when it is objective and
its conclusions are based on the analysis of real life not being an attempt to justify those in
power. The worst case is when a scholar, journalist or a public 1gure follow the line of forces
acting against the national interests of our country.

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JOINT DECLARATION ON THE ESTABLISHMENT
OF A COMPREHENSIVE STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP
BETWEEN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION AND THE REPUBLIC
OF SOUTH AFRICA

March 26, 2013

The Russian Federation and the Republic of South Africa (herein after referred to as the
«Sides»,

being guided by the desire to further consolidate for mutual beneit their traditionally
close and friendly ties based on mutual understanding and deep-rooted conidence in each
other and by the rich and fruitful experience of cooperation in different spheres accumulated
over the period of struggle against apartheid as well as the years since establishment of
diplomatic relations between them,

emphasising their commitment to the Declaration of Principles Concerning Friendly
Relations and Partnership, signed by the President of the Russian Federation and the President
of the Republic of South Africa on 29 April 1999

conscious of Russia-South Africa Strategic Partnership that was afirmed during
the signing of the Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation by the President of the Russian
Federation and the President of the Republic of South Africa on 5 September 2006

recalling the decision of the President of the Russian Federation and the President of
the Republic of South Africa on 5 August 2010 to reafirm Russia-South Africa Strategic
Partnership and convene Presidential Summit meetings at least once every two years

seeking to impart a qualitatively new character and long term perspective to their
multifaceted bilateral relations and to actively develop them in political economic, trade,
scientiic, technological, cultural and other 1elds,

convinced that further comprehensive development of their bilateral ties would promote
progress and prosperity of both states and the consolidation of positive trends in the world
as a whole, and

proceeding from the conviction that it is necessary to build a more just system of
international relations based on the sovereign equality of all states and peoples and supremacy
of the law under the central role of the United Nations Organization,

declare as follows:

Bothsides hereby formally proclaim the establishment of relations of strategic partnership
between them which envisages the elevation of varied and multifaceted ties between them
to a higher and qualitatively new level as well as imparting them with a special character of
close and dynamic cooperation, both in the bilateral 1eld and in the international arena.

This strategic partnership between the Sides is based upon the principles of sovereignty,
equality and territorial integrity of States, non-interference in their internal affairs, mutual
respect and mutual beneit and includes enhanced cooperation in the following 1elds:

1. Political:

The President of the Russian Federation and the President of the Republic of South
Africa will meet at least once every two years for the purposes of promoting and guiding
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political and economic cooperation in order to enhance mutual understanding and support
for each other on issues of mutual interest;

The Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation and the Minister of
International Relations and Cooperation of the Republic of South Africa shall meet at least
once a year to review bilateral relations;

Closer cooperation at the United Nations and striving for coordination of approaches,
including its specialized agencies and institutions, at other international and regional fora;

Further intensifying the work aimed at creation of regular consultations mechanisms on
regional and international security issues;

Informing each other of planned foreign policy initiatives in the international arena;

Non-participation in any military-political or other alliances, associations or armed
conlicts directed against the other Side, or in any treaties, agreements or understandings
infringing upon the independence, sovereignty, territorial integrity or national security
interests of the other Side;

Deepening cooperation within the framework of BRICS to elaborate concerted
approaches and effective solutions to crucial problems of the international relations and
global development, strengthening signiicance of both countries in formulating the global
agenda.

2. Trade and Economic:

Increasing close cooperation within the framework of Russian-South
Africa Inter-Governmental Committee on Trade and Economic Cooperation
(ITEC), Business Council, other joint bodies of business and industry
representatives as well as through chambers of commerce and industry with
a view to expand trade and economic relations;

Deepening and diversifying cooperation in priority sectors such as trade and investment
and banking cooperation, mining and mineral resource beneiciation, energy, including
nuclear power, transport, including aviation, maritime and rail, communications, metallurgy,
aviation industry, agriculture, infrastructure development, innovative and high technologies,
tourism;

Deining ways and methods as well as guidelines for expansion of bilateral trade,
establishment of trade missions;

Encouraging contacts between regions of both countries with a view to promoting trade
and economic cooperation;

Mutually beneicial exploiting new opportunities arising out of integration processes
underway in the world economy;

Deepening cooperation and coordination at international trade, economic and i1nancial
bodies.

3. Parliamentary cooperation:

Regular inter-parliamentary exchanges, widening contacts at high level between relevant
chambers and committees will take place.

4. Defence:

Deepen cooperation in the military weld, including military and military-technical
cooperation on a long-term basis and other kinds of interaction between armed forces of
both countries.

5. Science and Technology:

Promoting existing and search for new forms of cooperation in fundamental and applied
scientiiic research;

Expanding exchanges of specialists and scientiic information, establishing and
developing direct ties between scientiic research/higher educational institutions;
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Forming in perspective a modernisation and technology alliance.

6. Humanitarian Cooperation:

Further promoting cultural cooperation and a wider exposure to each others’ cultural
heritage and achievements of both states, expanding the studies of national languages,
holding regular mutual cultural seasons;

Activate contacts between people and organisations as well as exchanges including in
the i1elds of culture, education, mass media, youth and sports.

Activities to preserve the historical memory of cooperation in the struggle against
apartheid and education of young generations of both countries in the non-racial spirit;

Joint activities on organizing exhibitions and protecting monuments.

7. Cooperation between integration organizations:

Promote cooperation between the Eurasian (Customs Union, Common Economic Space,
— Eurasian Economic Union) and African Regional Organisations (African Union, Southern
African Development Community, Southern African Customs Union).

8. Other 1elds:

Cooperating in the 1ght against international terrorism, separatism, organised crime,
illegal traficking in narcotics.

The strategic partnership between the Sides is not directed against any other State or
group of States, and does not seek to create a military-political alliance.
